Bapst, S. J. on Sunday, September 8, 1928 with Bishop John Murray 
presiding. 

The schcol v.'as o:;>ene'.:! :>n :::'.eptember 9, admitting a full quota of girls 
and about forty boys from the Bangor area. 

The ll~v. E<h"?.rd M. Snannon was the first principal of the Boys' De­
partmsnt; h.o: was assisll'l1 by a faculty of three, Rev. James Sullivan, Mr. 
Norbert D:>wd, cur flL,3t ccach, and Mr. Raymond Carey.

The Xaverian Brothers arri,·ed at Bapst in 1933 with Brother Adalbert 
as the principal. He was succeeded by Brothers Pascal, Flavian, Samuel, 
Rudolph, and Aubertus with Brother Evangelus as the present principal. 

Mother Mary Itaphael of the Sisters of Mercy was the first principal of 
the Girls' Department. She was succeeded by Sister M. Florence, Sister M. 
Callista, and Sister M. Carmel. Sister Mary Luke is the present principal. 

The first graduation took place on Sunday, June 16, 1929. The class 
consisted of 29 girls most of whom had transferred from Girls Catholic 
High. Today more than 2000 girls and boys have graduated from John 
Bapst Iligh School.

With a .500 season, the 1956 football team compiled one of the best 

records Bapst has had for some years. Our playing was even better than 
the record shows, since several games in the lost column were mighty close 
ones. The record speaks well of the team, its grit and determination. 

A somewhat green and inexperienced team, lacking in depth, was the 
door mat in its opening game with the strong Old Town Indians, 31-6.
