RoserT CARey, Governor of District No. 182, New Jersey, is a
member of the National Republican Committee, the New York State
Bar and the United States District, Circuit and Supreme Courts, was
corporation attorney of Jersey City and Judge of the Hudson County
Court of Common Pleas for six years, and is counsel for the Jersey
City Chamber of Commerce and Y. W. C. A. He is a member of the
New Jersey State Board of Taxation and trustee for the New Jersey
State Home for Boys. He has been a member of the Jersey City
Rotary Club for 16 years and is a welcome speaker wherever he goes.

CuarLes Corwin WHiTe, New York City, is a young man who
has made an impression upon, American life by virtue of his success
as a speaker all over the country. He was born in New Jersey, is a
graduate of Pawling School, Pawling, N. Y., and of Yale University.
Following an experience in the building business, he became President
of a chain of fifteen hotels, the Manger Hotel in Boston having been
built under hig direetion.

Mitprep BUcHANAN  Frace, Boston. Lecturer and author,
world traveller, editor and “ghost writer”, Mrs. Flagg is the wife
of District Governor Francis J. Flagg, of District No. 196 and is
very active in club and community activity. After receiving the A. B.
and M. A. degrees with Phi Beta Kappa honors, Mrs. Flagg was head
of the English department of a large New York school. She has been
president of a number of state wide organizations in Massachusetts,
and has written the following books, “A Boy of Salem”, “Plymouth
Maid”, “Community English” and “Camera Adventures in Africa”
as well as many articles.

Lestie R. Fort, son of former Governor Fort of New Jersey.
Formerly in the newspaper business, now a printer in Plainfield,
N. J. District Governor District No. 183. Active in the Community
Chest, Chamber of Commerce, the city and state Y. M. C. A, Former
President of the Plainfield Rotary Club which he joined ten years ago.

CHARLES WAYLAND Brooks, Senator from Illinois. Distinguished
orator, soldier, and ardent American, well qualified to speak to the
subject of his address. Born Wyanet, Bureau County, Illinois, Left
University of Illinois to enlist in war. Promoted on field of battle
from Corporal to Second Licutenant, later to First Lieutenant,
wounded seven times. Awarded D. 8. C. (U. 8. A)) and D. 8. C.
(U. 8. Navy) ; Croix de Guerre (France), retired from the Army at
age of 21. Returned to study of law, graduated LL. B., University
of Chicago. Republican nominee for Governor of Illinois in 1936,

tional, 1925-26, was born at Windsor, Wisconsin, and was educated in

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the public schools of Wisconsin, Carleton College at Northfield, Minne-
sota, and Yale University. He began law practice in New York City,
but in 1911 moved to New Haven and entered the insurance field.
Later, with the establishment of a course in business administration
at Yale University in 1913, he became the first instructor in business
law, which position he held for 17 years. He was president of the
New Haven Chamber of Commerce, member of the boards of numer-
cus church and social service institutions, and chairman of the Lay-
man’s Advisory committee of the Congregational and Christian
Churches of the United States.

Mr. Adams is a charter member of the Rotary Club of New
Haven, and was club president. He has served Rotary International
as distriet governor, first vice president, committee member and
chairman, and president.

Lois PERKINS MARECHAL is an American married to an eminent
French musician. With her husband and her two children she left
Paris a day in advance of the invading Germans and found a haven
in a small town on the Spanish border and then in Marseilles, Last
December she secured passage to America with her two children and
is mow in this country.

Madame Marechal is a graduate of the Sargent School of Dra-
matic Art in New' York, and of Emerson College in Boston. She has
played in the professional theater in repertory and was associated
for a time with Ywvette Guilbert. As wife of the celebrated French
cellist, Maurice Marechal, she has been a resident of France for
twenty years. During 1919 she served with the A. B, F, in France.
Move recently she has been broadeasting in Paris.

Rarey O. BREwsTER, Senator from Maine; born at Dexter,
Maine, February 22, 1888; educated in the Dexter schools; graduated
from Dexter High School, 1905, Bowdoin College, 1909, and Harvard
Law School, 1913; 111mc||1al of the Castine High School, 1910; ad-
mitted to the Maine bar in 1913; member of Portland school cummit-
tee, 1915-23; representative to Maine Legislature, 1917-18; representa-
tive to Maine Legislature, 1921-22; senator 1923-24; Governor of
Maine 1925-29; chairman Governors’ conference 1926-27; marvried
Dorothy Foss of Portland, Maine; elected Representative to Congress
1934; re-elected 1936; re-clected 1938; elected Senator 1940.

Maior-GENERAL E. G. BEAumMonT-NEssITT, C. V. 0., M. C,, was
educated at Eaton and at Sandhurst, entered service as a member
of the Grenadier Guards and served in the European War, 1914-1918,
He commanded the 2nd Battalion Coldstream Guards, 1932-1935, and
was Military Attache at Paris, 1936-1938, following which he was
Deputy Director of Military Intelligence at the War Office, 1938, In
1941 he was appointed Military Attache at the British Embassy,
Washington.
