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Our Purpose

The purpose of the Bangor Public Library is to preserve and
disseminate knowledge and thought as recorded in print; to
provide recreation through print; and to provide a maximum
of assistance to its clients in the use of its collections. We are
a general library yet we are also a library of record. We aim
to provide printed material on all subjects likely to be of
concern or interest either to present or potential users of
whatever age or education. We recognize the scholarly re-
sources of our neighbor library of the University of Maine
and are interested that each library shall complement the
other. Within the library building the use of the collections
of the Bangor Public Library is free to all comers. The home-
use privileges are free to all residents of Bangor and to who-
ever, regardless of place of residence, works, goes to school,
or pays taxes in Bangor. To others they are available for a fee.

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Report of the Librarian

January 26, 1954

T'o the Board of Managers of the Bangor Public Library:

The library now numbers 290,669 volumes. This is 60,541
more than the theoretical capacity of the shelves of the central
library building. That we are not already piling books on the
floor is simply because so many of our books are out in use in
homes or in auxiliary libraries such as those we supply in the
public schools and the parochial schools of the city, the
patients’ and doctors’ libraries at the Eastern Maine General
Hospital, and the Penobscot Bar Association Library.

During the summer of 1953, at the expenditure of 107
hours of labor, we expanded our collection of bound periodicals
into the last remaining free space in the storage shelves. The
point of suffocation is nearly reached. The moment when we
should build additional book storage space is here now. As
you know from our many discussions of the subject, a simple
storage building 100" x 30" x 30" at the rear of our present
storage space, seems the least costly and most efficient solu-
tion. The problem on which we are working is to find the
$100,000.00 necessary.

“How has television affected the use of the library?” was
the question most often asked during 1953 by statistically
minded people. The quick answer is, “Very little.” The home
use of books was 289,062, only 3% less than in 1952, which
was the final year without television. It is only 9% less than
the highest point in the past ten years. A more careful answer
is that television is only one of many forces acting on the use
of library books. Among forces are rather full employment,
the widespread sale of paper-covered books, increasing quan-
tities of periodical subscriptions sold by organizations raising
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money for their own projects, 3-D movies, and the lack of
phenominal best sellers.

Further, during this ten-year period, we have constantly
liberalized our lending policies. Children’s books are issued
for four weeks rather than two. New novels and periodicals
and phonograph records are issued for two weeks rather than
one. Music in quantity use by organizations is issued for the
full time required. These liberalizations have caused some
statistical decreases, but they have increased the pleasure of
our readers, which is what we are working for.

The reduction in reading from 1952 to 1953 was largely in
current periodicals and adult fiction. The schools, particularly
the junior high schools, showed a notable gain in the reading
of Bangor Public Library books. This is a good augury, in-
deed, in the face of all the forces tending to change the read-
ing habits of the public.

Looking over the home-use statistics of the past ten years
(as seen on page 25) one finds that from year to year they
vary only slightly upward or downward. The maximum varia-
tion in the period is 9%, between 316,655 and 289,062, with
intermediate highs between recurring lows.

But the lending of books for home use is only one among
various library services. If one includes in the answering of
reference questions the phone calls occasioned by the Tello-
Test radio program, one finds that in 1953 the figure was 341%
of the figure of ten years ago. The maximum in ten years was
3789 of the minimum. If one counts only reference questions
requiring some research, the 1953 figure is 1399% of that of
1944. The maximum in ten years was 150% of the minimum.

A major improvement in the library building was the com-
plete redecoration and re-equipment of the women’s staff
room. This included the installation of a combination electric
stove, refrigerator, sink, and garbage disposal unit. The staff
has greatly enjoyed the improved facilities. The project cost
$1,533.89, of which $600.00 was provided by a gift from the
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Bangor Mechanic Association, $106.35 by staff contributions,
and $847.54 by the library.

The refinishing, as a quiet reading room and committee
room, decorated with maps and paintings of Bangor signifi-
cance, of the room formerly occupied by the collection of the
Bangor Historical Society, was another event of importance in
the use of the building. The destruction, in a gale, of our 60-
foot flag-pole erected in 1941 at a cost of $241.00, was unfortu-
nate. The pole will be rebuilt as a 48-foot pole. Part of the
cost will be met by our windstorm insurance.

The illness record of our employees was better than in
1952, The number of changes in the staff was, happily, much
fewer. Only two full-time employees of substantial length of
service resigned. There were forty-four names on our payroll,
accounting for a full-time equivalent of thirty persons.

A gift of $10.00 was received from Mrs. E. D. Harsh-
barger for the purchase of books in memory of Mrs. Charles
Willey, late of Bangor. Gifts of books were numerous. By ar-
rangement with the donors, many of these were passed on by
us to libraries less generously supplied than we. Among
donors were the Bangor Junior Chamber of Commerce, the
Bangor Woman’s Club (records), the Bangor-Brewer Girl
Scout Council, the estate of Frank L. Bass, Mrs. Ina Ladd
Brown, the estate of Irving W. Devoe, Madeline Gillin, Edward
M. Graham, Paul Hanneman, Mrs. Fred D. Jordan, John H.
Magee, the Maine Real Estate Commission, Mr. and Mrus.
Bernard J. Mann, Norumbega Club (records), Forrest W.
Page, Mrs. Marion Porter Powers, Mrs. Cecil P, Ryder, Rob-
ert Sawyer, Mrs. Louis E. Shepley, Martha Mellon Bordman
Smith, Robert E. Smith, Howard G. Stone, and Dena R.
Theriault.

On July 1, 1947 the library became a local district of the
Maine State Retirement System. Two of our members are now
retired under its benefits. Two others, retired previously, have
since died. Employee contributions in 1953 amounted to
$3,623.33 ; management contributions, to $5,448.86. The oper-
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ation of the system has been excellent, both in satisfaction to
staff members and from a budgetary point of view. The basic
amount of the management contribution has not had to be in-
creased in the six years of our membership. The actuary of
the system called for no budgetary increase in 1954, though
one may be needed subsequently.

On December 26 Alice M. Wetherell resigned from the
position of children’s librarian which she has held since Octo-
Ler 23, 1923, To generations of children she has been “the lady
who owns the library.” Her influence, extended through her
knowledge of books, her delightful story-hours, and, above all,
by her gracious personality, has been of immeasurable value.
All of us who have been privileged to be associated with her
are grateful for that privilege and happy for her in her mar-
riage to Rowland G. Rice.

Mrs. Helen H. Wheeler immediately succeeded Miss
Wetherell as children’s librarian. Mrs. Wheeler has been asso-
ciated with the Bangor Publie Library since 1946 and has been
first assistant in the children’s department since April 3, 1949.

In 1953 74% of the entire ordinary cost of the library
was met by the income of the trust funds described on pages
3-5 of this report, 3% was met by fees and fines, and the re-
maining 23% was supplied by appropriation by the City of
Bangor under the provisions of section 6 of chapter 19 of the
city ordinances: “For the purpose of maintaining a free public
library and hereafter provide for the necessary expense of
such maintenance, there shall be annually appropriated by
the city council under the title of ‘Library Fund’ a sum
sufficient to meet the estimated current expense of maintain-
ing such library for the benefit of the public; such appropria-
tion to be in charge of and expended under the direction of the
trustees of the Hersey Fund.” These provisions are the result
of the contractual relationship between the city and the
library set up in (1) the agreement of the city and the Bangor
Mechanic Association ratified June 5, 1883 and (2) the action
in 1904 under which the library discontinued membership
charges to borrowers to become a free public library and the
city assumed the necessary expense of maintaining such a
library for the benefit of the public.
