Science Provides Key to the Future

Communicating every day with people of other
nations has become important in a world where
Spain, Italy, France, and other countries are
only hours apart. Aware of this fact, the foreign
language teachers at Bangor High have tried to
bring into their curricula not only the study of
basic grammar and vocabulary, but also an in-
troduction to the histories and customs of their
countries.

Being so near to the French-speaking prov-
inces of Canada, les éléves are particularly in-
terested in that language. After proceeding from
simple grammar and conversation to intermedi-
ate speech and grammar, the more advanced stu-
dents start out every other year for a trip to
Quebec where they can apply their knowledge of
French outside of class.

conversing in el espanol. Proceeding from simple
dialogues to more difficult stories, the students
not only learn the grammar, but also the differ-
ence between a serape and a poncho, or a tortilla
and a taco.

Students of the two modern languages have
the advantage of improving both their compre-
hension and speed of conversation through the
use of tape recorders, microphones, and ear-
phones in the newly installed language laboratory.
The lab contains twenty-three enclosed booths
where each student may listen to records, tapes,
or his own pronunciation.

In order to obtain a basic foundation of modern
languages, Latin students study Latin grammar
and vocabulary, word derivations, Roman my-
thology, the campaigns of Caesar, and the works
of Virgil and Cicero. Through the study of Latin
and ancient civilizations, the students gain a finer
appreciation of modern culture.

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Industrial Arts Department
Stresses Individuality

Bangor High School’'s Industrial Arts Depart-
ment is comprised of four district departments,
Drafting, Electrical Shop, Metal Shop, and Wood
Shop. Students from all four departments worked
diligently to prepare projects for the Maine Stu-
dents’ Crafts Fair held in Brewer. This was the
first time the Fair has been held in this area.

Notable projects from the Metal Shop, under
the direction of Mr. Gerald Covert, were stylish
brass candlesticks, a bench drill press, and an
anvil and hardy made from a section of railroad
track.

Drafting students, under the watchful eye of
Mr. Vincent Cuozzo, drew up original house
plans. College Prep students voluntarily returned
during the afternoon session to earn credits.

In the Electrical Shop department headed by
Myr. Larry Musen, freshman work began with the
unit entitled “Basic Electricity and its Uses.”
The freshmen made many projects of their own
choosing which included a magnetic compass, bat-
tery, buzzer, and a crystal radio. The sophomores
and juniors continued their first year work and
began study in the field of Basic Electronics. In-
terest centered mainly around radio, television,
Hi Fi, and other related apparatus. The senior
class attempted to broaden its knowledge in all
fields, especially in Electronics. The projects for
all classes were chosen by the students them-
selves.

The Industrial Arts Program of the Wood
Shop also began at the freshman level. Students
were introduced to the common hand tools and
were taught their uses and maintenance. Projects
were quite basic, encompassing articles such as
foot stools and book ends. Sophomore and junior
workshop brought the student into contact with
the common woodworking machines. Projects
were assigned that required as many machine op-
erations as possible — end tables, bedside stands,
and coffee tables. Senior woodshop undertakings,
consisting of chests of drawers and cabinets, were
elective and somewhat more advanced.

The secretarial course offers
shorthand and transcription, and the clerical
offers salesmanship and management. Both
courses include typing, general office practice, fil-
ing, bookkeeping, and the operation of business
machines.

Distributive Education in a public school voca-
tional program is designed to help high school
students earn while they learn about the funda-
mentals of retail, wholesale, and service-selling
businesses.

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Driver Education
Promotes Safety

Travel by space ship may be a reality in the not
too distant future. However, until that time
comes, most teen-agers will have to be contented
with the conventional automobile as their favor-
ite means of transportation. One of the most
popular courses at Bangor High School is driver
education, which trains students to operate motor
vehicles safely and efficiently.

The primary objective of this course is to help
potential motorists develop sound attitudes fo-
ward driving. Actually, obtaining a license at
the conclusion of the course is of secondary im-
portance. It is for this reason that students
spend thirty hours in classroom work and only
six hours behind the wheel.

Although anyone who is fifteen or older is eli-
gible to take driver education, preference is given
to upperclassmen. KEach student is required to
pass a law test and an eye test in order to qualify
for the course. Approximately one hundred and
ninety students have completed the program this
year.

Doors to a new world of music were opened for six hundred
students from all parts of Maine early in April as they took
part in the annual All State Music Festival, held in Dover-
Foxcroft. The three groups represented at the festival—band,
orchestra, and chorus—presented both an afterncon and an
evening concert to large audiences composed of music lovers
from all over the state.

Well known directors led the state’s finest instrumentalists
and singers in numerous selections, Dr. Marvin Rabin, pres-
ently the head of the Boston University Symphony Orchestra,
conducted the orchestra. Dr. Warner Lawson, who was guest
conductor at the 1959 Festival held in Bangor, directed the
chorus. The band was under the capable hands of Professor

Al Wright, the band leader at Purdue University. Miss
Marion McKenney, Bangor High School’s assistant orchestral
director, was the manager of the group under Dr. Rabin.

In recent years the orchestra has had continual growth.
This year the group numbered eighty-seven—a desirable size
for an orchestra of this type. The chorus contained 144 girls
and 119 boys. The last instrumental group making up this
musical triad, the band, has always been very popular. The
1962 band, which had many students audition for it, was
composed of 127 instrumentalists.
