Participants in the B.H.S. devel•opmental reading 
program aim to increase their speed and com­
prehension. Those taking the reading program 
are juniors from all tracks; many are college- -
bound students seeking to improve the funda­
mental skills. Under a systematic program of 
instruction, presented by Mrs. ·Charlotte Haskell, 
Reading Supervisor, the students work to improve 
their study habits, note taking, vocabulary, and 
reading skills. 

The reading program is voluntary and does not 
require homework.

During the past year, Mr. Atherton has been 
instructing his Music Appreciation students in 
the fundamental history and structure of music. 
Through the use of textbooks and recordings, his 
students become acquainted with great composers 
and their works. 

With Mr. Atherton's help, many students com­
pile their own Listening Libraries, made up of 
recordings by composers from Bach and Handel 
to such contemporary artists as Peter, Paul, and 
Mary and the Dave Brubeck Quartet.

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Language Department Combines Work and Pleasure 

As communication with other people acquires in­
creased importance, more and more students 
study foreign languages. To meet the needs of 
these students, the language department is rapid­
ly expanding; the instructors are including not 
only oral and written language in their teaching, 
but are also stressing the histories and cultures 
of other lands. 

Third. year French students reaped the reward 
of long hours spent in study when they attended 
Moliere's Les Precieuses Rid'iccules, a play per­
formed by the French seminary students from the 
Oblate Seminary in Bar Harbor. Every other 
year many second and third year French students 
spend a week-end in Quebec improving their lan­
guage skills and enjoying the sights of a French­
speaking city. 

As Spanish students progress from the funda­
mentals of reading to advanced Spanish litera­
ture, they learn the difference between a serape

lmp~rtance Of Math 
Stressed At B. H. S. 
The Age of Technology stresses the importance 
of mathematics in scientific fields, in the business 
world, and in all aspects of daily life. At Ban­
gor High School the math department is prepar­
ing its students to meet these challenges. 

Students in non-college preparatory programs 
take courses in Consumer, Business, and General 
Mathematics. Algebra and geometry are required 
subjects for students who plan to go on to higher 
education; many college-bound students take ad­
vantage of the programs offered in advanced math 
and calculus. 

Last year, an experimental method of self­
teaching was introduced for the first time, and 
was found to be very successful. The TEMAC 
system is now in its second year at B.H.S., and 
both the calculus and afternoon algebra class have 
benefited from the new concept of instruction. 

For the first time next year Bangor High stu­
dents who plan to major in mathematics or who 
are interested in math may qualify to take math­
ematics courses at the University of Maine.

Business Education 
Prepares Students for 
the Future 
The business course at Bangor High School is di­
vided into two different areas. There is the sec­
retarial cDurse, which is based on shorthand and 
transcription, and the clerical course, which 
stresses salesmanship and management. Both of 
these courses include typing, general office prac­
tice, bookkeeping, filing, and the operation of 
business machines. 

Learning proper etiquette is especially impor­
tant for students who plan to enter a business 
career; therefore, students participating in the 
business course are taught how to dress, act, and 
use the telephone properly. 

In order to obtain first-hand experience so they 
will be better prepared to enter the business 
world, many students have jobs at different busi­
ness establishments in Bangor, and some have 
jobs in the various offices of Bangor High SchoDl.

Industrial Arts Develops 
Skills 
Constructing useful or decorative articles requires 
a skill which the student in the industrial arts 
program develops through the use of machines 
and vari,ous hand tools. The ·Carpenter, elec­
trician, draftsman, and metal worker have be­
come vital links in the modern world of industry. 
Through the industrial arts program at Bangor 
High School, the student is prepared for any one 
of these fields by competent and experienced 
teachers who devote themselves to instructing him 
in the basic and the advanced industrial skills. 

The woodworking and metal shop classes pro­
vide the student with the experience of working 
with machinery to produce various products. He 
soon gains a knowledge of the functions of each 
machine he operates. 

Obtaining a skill through the use of drawing 
instruments is the goal of the student -of mechan­
ical drawing. One soon realizes the importance 
of this branch of industrial arts when one ob­
serves the mechanics of this field in architecture 
and engineering. 

The purpose of electronics· lab is to give the 
student essential knowledge in electrical applica­
tions. Here the student begins with the simple 
series circuit, and works up to the complicated 
systems of television and radio. 

At Bangor High School the industrial arts pro­
gram continues to be a valuable one. This is a 
key part of the student's training which will be 
:most beneficial to him in future years. 
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Home Economics Develops 

Future Homemakers 

Home E.conomics is basically the study of home 
and family living. The home economics program 
at Bangor High School is centered on several 
areas of home living; personal and family rela­
tionships, child care and development, housing 
and home furnishings, home management and 
consumer buying, foods and nutrition, clothing 
Rnd textiles, and family health and safety. 

The units are presented through class discus­
sions, reading, films, demonstrations, and actual 
experiences inside and outside of school. Through 
this .course, students are learning today the prac­
tices that will guide their lives tomorrow.

Leadership 
In December, 1963, the Reserve Officer Training 
Corps celebrated the 102nd anniversary of m.ili­
tary instruction f,or male students at Bangor H1gh 
School. The objectives of the present-day three­
year program of instruction are to prepare the 
young citizen for possible future military service 
by the presentation of basic military science. The 
department intends to develop the traits of lead­
ership and self-discipline in the ·cadet through 
practical exercises in leadership and drill train­
ing. 

Each cadet participates in three hours of train­
ing a week with the Army Instructor's goal being 
to develop and identify lead€rship potential. The 
aspiring ·cadet leader is given his basic concept of 
leadership requirements in the sophomore year 
and then personal guidance of the class instructor 
in the junior and senior years to assist him in 
self improvement leading toward command of 
cadet units. 

Students having an interest in weapons firing 
may participate in the two 22 calibre rifle teams 
sponsored by the Instructor Group. The group 
also sponsors a girls' drill team and a cadet drill 
team for public and school demonstrations as part 
of the department's extra-curricular program. 
The R.O.T.C. department and cadets sponsor the 
annual Military Ball as well.

The Physical Education Department of Bangor 
High School has been carrying on an extensive 
program of physical training this year. The de­
partment believes· that ail students should be 
sound of body as well as of mind. To further this 
ideal, the physical education program is designed 
to help each student explore his own physical re­
sourses and to improve his general health. 
Physical training and good health in high school 
will be valuable assets during the years to come. 

The boys in physical education classes are given 
two physical fitness tests each year, one in the 
fall and one in the spring. These tests are de­
signed to measure the improvement of each in­
dividual over the course of the year.

Bangor swimmers, with a 10-0 record, captured 
the State and Interscholastic championships. The 
Rams first showed their strength against Edward 
Little, breaking five school records and setting the 
state schoolboy 100-yard medley relay re0ord. The 
Cheverus match was one of the most exciting in 
Maine schoolboy swimming. The turning point 
of the meet occurred when Fred McAlary placed 
s·econd behind Phil Emery. 

Hebron Academy lodged a threat against the 
Rams, but relay strength and depth of talent on 
the Bangor squad defeated the opponents. The 
medley team established a pool r ecord, and .Joe 
Constantine, Rick Dorsky, Phil Emery and Chip 
Rice set a state schoolboy record. Final meets 
against the Bowdoin Frosh, South Portland and 
Falmouth were easily won. 
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The state championship, determined at Port­
land, was highlighted. by a neck and neck race 
between the Bangor and Portland relay teams.
