of the pond which bears the name of Lovewell, and is extolled by Starr
King for its beaunty and by lbim also said to be ““more deeply dyed by
tradition than any sheet of water in New BLngland.’” Howell opens ‘A
Modern Instance'' on this village street, and Dr. Holmes introduces a
Fryeburg eharaeter in ““Elsie Venner.??
