suddenly needed maps of Germany during his rapid advance, 
Troop Carrier was called upon-ancl came through. In spite 
of being the youngest organization in the Army Air Forces, 
Troop C<Jrrier has established an enviable record, which has 
been acclaimed and· commended by all Allied Armed Forces 

which Troop Carrier has so faithfully served. 

A Troop Carrier Group is not gathered in oue fell swoop; it 
is a continuous process. So to you, past and present members of 
the group, and to you, our families and friends, we present the 
433rd Troop Carrier Group as we "·ere and as we are .... 



IT ALL BEGAN WHEN . . . MAJOR CECIL B. GUILE 

arrived at Florence Army Air Base, Florence, S.C., on February g, 1943. He 
was agreeably surprised to learn of the progress made by the embryo 433rd 
Troop Carrier Group which he was to command. Capt. Edgar W. McNeil, who 
eventually became S-1, had arrived from Stout Field, with four 2nd Lts.­

Ebaugh, Estes, Hucker, and O'Shea who 
have played an · important part in the 
group as squadron adjutants-and set to 
work. Major Richard Mayer was on hand 
with 1st Lts. Harris and Holsoe and 2nd 
Lts. Gable, Ader, Enochs, Early and Fach, 
all of whom have done their bit as Staff 
officers throughout the history of the group. 
Sf Sgt. Barnhill and Cpl. McCranor were the 
lone enlisted men occupying the barracks. 

The next day Col. Shugart, Base C.O., 
signed the order that gave us life and 
Major Guile officially took command. Late 
that evening the true cadre of officers and 
174 enlisted men all of the 63rcl Group 
arrived in a rainstorm from Victorville, 
Cal. Major Guile then and there displayed 

the forethought and consideration that has 
made him admired by us all. He stayed up 
until 2 a.m. supervising the chow and the 
assignment of men to quarters. The 
creamed chicken was en joyed by all. 

Officers and enlisted men alike had some 
of their happiest clays at Florence. "South­
ern hospitality" was the true order of the 
day with organized parties for all a weekly 
occurrence. Florence womanhood was in 
flower and several permanent friendships 
were formed. The group's playboy and 
most eligible bachelor, Lt. Collas G. 
Harris, from "Virg-inia, suh", succumbed to 
the wiles of a southern belle and led her to 
the altar a few months later. 

Among the cadre officers were Major

Smith, Capt. Busse, Capt. Baird, and Lts. Bonner, Flanigan, McDonald, Gerlach, 
Head, Adams, and ·Willingham. Taking their places in group headquarters and 
in the squadrons they established an efficient military program to take care of 
the many problems of activation.

'!\lith new men arnvmg the commanding officers found that the four 1st 
Sgts.-McMahon, Flake, Sherman, and Griffin-could handle most of the swirl­
ing red tape coincident with classification, placement, assignment, and training. 
The several hundred new men arriving daily were no doubt impressed with 
the efficiency of Sgt. Duncan MacGregor who, early established himself as 
official greeter and back slapper. 

Our two planes were kept busy with enlisted 
men and officers alike lining up for the next ride 
in order to collect flying pay. The 7oth Squadron 
undertook the important task of feeding the 
entire group in a mess hall four miles from the col­
lective group and squadron headquarters. Sex lec­
tures and gas mask drills were seemingly the most 
important parts of the training, for the men were 
given a liberal dose of each. Capt. Guy W. Cramer 
joined us to become Group Surgeon. 1st Lt. Irwin 
D. Arbesman was also assigned, but he had to chase 
us all the way to Sedalia, Mo., before "reporting 
as ordered, sir"; our medics staff was now com­
plete. Our pleasant sojourn at Florence was to end 
abruptly. It seemed like everybody in Florence, 
including the waiters at the Colonial Hotel, knew

Supply. But eventually travel orders were issued, and one 

rainy night we embarked on our first cross-country trip by train for Missouri. 

MISSOURI MUD . 
FoR five days our caravan chugged through the back country, whistle stops, and 
freight yards before coming to the Sedalia· Army Air Base, at Warrensburg, 
Missouri. The base, we discovered, was not in Sedalia, not in Warrensburg, but 
next to the thriving community of Knobnoster. Confusing, isn't it? 

Mud was our welcoming mat and the mat of 
welcome remained for our stay in Missouri. Oh 
yes, we arrived in the rain. 

The first thing done was to assign an area to 
each squadron with individual mess halls, day 
rooms, and orderly rooms. The areas had been 
left in disrepair, and it was several days before our 
landscape artists had built wooden sidewalks, filled 
in washed-out roads, and thoroughly "G.I.'d" all 
the buildings to make them tenable. 

By April 1st we had grown into a full-fledged Air 
Corps group with almost 1,ooo members. We also 
had nineteen planes, which pleased the several 
hundred members of the flight echelon who were 

\, , ---~ e~ger to start their trai~ing in the C-47's . At this 
Ma jor Torkel Holsoe, time we had to reorganize under a new T.O., and 

Intelligence. Capt. Wulff became Adjutant, Capt. McNeil, S-1, 
Major Mayer, S-2, Capt. Busse, S-3, Lt. Stults, S-4, Lt. Mize, and Lt. Stokely, 
Engineering and Communications Officers.

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Then came the Glider Detachment to give us trouble. The pilots did not like 
to tow gliders, and the engineers said it was hard on the planes. There were 
not enough details to keep the glider men busy. They remained with us until 
we moved to Baer Field, but we kept a few of them as mementos. Lt. R. J. 
Wicker of the 7oth was the prize example. 

We were fortunate those first few months. Officers and enlisted men got 
promotions as the TO. allowed. It was at Sedalia that Lt. Archibald, 
recent A.G., O.C.S. graduate, began the reclassi­
fication and reassignment of personnel that became 
known as the "Archibald shuffie". Lt. Haines came 
in from Harvard to become Asst. Stat. Officer to 
Lt. Sullivan. 

When we were ready to leave Sedalia all key 
positions in group headquarters and in the squad­
rons were filled. Despite the drain of personnel for 
cadres for two new groups, O.C.S. and A.S.T.P., 
the 433rd was becoming a well-balanced combat 
team of young Americans led by Captains Baird, 
Bonner, Flanigan, and McDonald as Squadron 
Commanders. 

While at Sedalia the real training began. The - ~\ 
pilots flew 'round the clock each day and a more . •, 'v 
eager beaver bunch could · not be found. How- ~'~ 
ever, Wing, a consistent kill-joy, placed a number Capt. Jam:s J. Sullivan, 
of obligations on the group which hampered the AdJutant. 

actual training and the checking out of pilots. Our planes and pilots were made 
to operate the "milk run" from Sedalia to Alliance, Neb., to Stout Field, Indian­
apolis, Ind., and Patterson Field, Dayton, Ohio. In 
addition, for several weeks we furnished planes to 
Westover Field, Mass., for participation in the 
training of the airborne :~ngineers. This was good 
training for checked-out pilots, but for the bulk 
of the pilots who had just arrived from transition 
schools, it meant inactivity and ground details . 

An experience cherished by all, and especially by 
headquarters men, was our excursion to Ft. Leaven­
worth, Kan. Here we joined forces with the 7oth 
Squadron. For three clays we fired at rain-obscured 
targets with Springfield rifles. For three clays we 
worked targets. For three clays we plowed through 
calf-deep Kansas mud and for two nights we 
camped under the rain-laden clouds in hay-blank­
eted pup tents. It was on this trip that part of our 
convoy took a detour, got lost, and "the army" 
was conducted through the campus of a school for 
wayward girls. It took a few minutes to unravel

the transportation problem but quite a few to get the G.I. 's away from the 
wanton women who stood" at windows and waved as though they had not seen 
men for a long time. '1\Thile it was far from being a picnic we did gain valu-

able experience in pitching tents, clearing areas, learning camouflage, and 
shooting under the worst conditions. 

New arrivals at Sedalia were a daily occurrence. Chaplain Orr and Lts. 
Watkins and Reiter were among the Sedalia joiners. In an effort to round off the 
rough edges the departments started classes in departmental procedure. The 
Communications boys really kept on the ball and attended classes conducted

valuable things were 

six hours daily. Instruc­
tors were the boys them­
selves. Every afternoon 
the code keys clicked 
away at a merry clip 
and the remaining mem-

. bers of group became 
"dit-dah" happy. 

Ii1telligence and Op­
erations personnel at­
tended a four weeks' 
course with four hours 
of classes every after­
noon. Exams were given 
at the end of each week, 
causing much sweating 
and many headaches. 
However, a great many 

learned.

The A.S.T.P. program came to the fore at this time, and like a tidal wave 
swept a great many of the enlisted men before it. All staff sections suffered 
losses. One of the requirements for this schooling was 115 on the Army General 
Classifica.tion Test and the possibilities of this program looked very favorable. 
Later reports showed, however, that the men did not get the breaks which were 
expected, and some were yanked out of college and placed in the infantry. 

The first bit of sadness to hit the group came with the suddenness of a gasoline 
explosion. Just at dusk on April 16th a 67th Squadron plane, piloted by Lts. 
Henry J. Trawinski and Ross L. Livasy, Jr. and with Pvt. Phillip H. Bacon 
as crew chief, was making a practice landing, when a plane from the 68th 
Squadron made a simultaneous approach. The tower operator, confused by the 
two planes, gave incoherent signals which caused the aircraft to collide about a 
hundred feet above the strip. The 67th plane exploded in mid-air, instantan­
eously killing all. The 68th plane, which had several passengers aboard, landed 
safely although both props were knocked off in the collision. It was a sad mission 
for the officers to deliver this news to the relatives, including Lt. Livasy's bride 
of two weeks. 

The Camden Maneuvers, scheduled for North and South Carolina, came on 
May 21st and our planes were called upon to participate. This was the final 
test given the 403rd Troop Carrier Group, which was to precede us to the South­
west Pacific. General Marshall, General Arnold, and many other dignitaries 
were on hand to watch the paratroop dropping and glider invasion. Our air 
crews gained valuable experience, and the opportunity to familiarize themselves 
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with the delicacies of "K" rations. As a result of this maneuver we increased the 
number of our aircraft from 25 to 40. 

On May 2gth the group was ordered to Laurinburg-Maxton Army Air Base, 
Maxton, North Carolina. On the same day the air echelon was attached to the 
Tennessee Air Support Command, with Headquarters at Lebanon, Tenn., for 
maneuver operations and logistics for a period of 21 clays. 

The ground echelon received the uninteresting job of moving most of the 
materiel and policing the area at Sedalia. On June 7th all work was finished 
and the personnel boarded the train for Maxton. 

On June 1st the flight echelon, using C-47's and C-53 's, flew to Maxton, where 
it stayed for a couple of days before flying to Sturgis Army Air Base, Sturgis, 
Kentucky, which was to be our base during the Tennessee Maneuvers. While at 
Maxton officers and enlisted men lived a rugged existenc:e in two isolated 
barracks at the back end of the field. 

\!\Then the air echelon left for Sturgis two headquarters enlisted men were 
left at Maxton, Cpl. Rampil, a radio operator, was assigned to the short handed 
7oth Squadron, and Pvt. Bartel was made watch clog for the new area. The two 
lived alone, had their own jeep--on which 6oo miles was recorded without ever 
leaving the base, and they were the sole customers of the branch P .X. When 
they learned of the ground echelon's departure for Maxton 'the two headquarters 
men really began to sweat. Rations had to be obtained for 8oo men, arrangements 
for transportation had to be made, trains met, and the trucks directed to the 
right areas. All of this was done in less than six hours. 

\1\Te were not very happy about leaving Sedalia. In spite of the rather unpleas­
ant impression we received on our arrival, we had grown to like the place. The 
squadrons, with their fine clay rooms, made the headquarters men feel cheap as they 
had to sneak into these rooms in order to obtain cold cokes. However, as there were 
four squadron day rooms, there was usually a place to stay for a while before being

thrown out. After that, 
the same procedure 
could be tried in the 
others. The base had an 
excellent movie theater, 
a large P.X., and there 
were numerous U.S.O. 
places in Sedalia and 
Warrensburg which did 
a good job of entertain­
ing the men. Knobnoster 
boasted a bowling alley 
and Salvation Army 
Clubroom. Of course 
some of the men pre­
ferred to paint the town 
reel by going to The

High Hat Club near Warrensburg, the Green Pastures, Missouri Inn, or the 
Bothwell Hotel in Sedalia. Needless to say, the reel paint was used lavishly.

NAIVE STURGIS 
THE flight echelon had an interesting arrival at 
Sturgis Army Air Base, Sturgis, Ky. The natives 
of the vicinity had never seen a plane, or so it 
seemed, for when the first ones arrived every one 
and his cousin streamed out to the base to have a 
picnic on the airfield. When the planes began 
disgorging jeeps and equipment their amazement 
was complete. One old timer summed it up with a 
loud-"Gol durn it". 

While all this was 
going on, Major 
Mayer went around 
talking about security 
and Army Regula­
tion 380-5. It took 

more than two weeks before the populace was 
sophisticated enough not to turn their heads and 
yell when a jeep went by. 

~ Sturgis A.A.B. was new and ill-equipped. Every­
thing from cots to rations had to be obtained 
from Camp Breckinriclge. The personnel at Breck­
inriclge made everything available to us and co­
operated whole-heartedly. Every evening all avail­
able transportation was used for the expeditions to 
Camp Breckinriclge, Sturgis, Morganfield, and Hen­
derson, where the men found their particular type

of entertainment. And by the way, the \1\T.A.C.'s 
were pretty nice too, especially the tall blonde in 
the duplicating section, With the usual finesse of 
the Air Corps many Sturgis hearts were left flut­
tering. 

The maneuvers at Sturgis brought out both our 
strong and weak points. During the first couple of 
clays confusion reigned clue to a lack of space, over 
enthusiasm, and overlapping functions among vari­
ous departments. Busiest were the Communica­
tions, Intelligence, Operations, and Engineering 
personnel. The unusual was a daily occurrence. 
Innumerable times T.A.S.C.O. cancelled well laid 
plans and replaced them with operations originally 
scheduled for the following week. However, it was 
good experience for all departments, who soon 
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found their proper limitations so as not to impose on the work of other depart­
ments. The squadrons put in a good deal of flight time and the experience 
gained in glider work and paratroop operations 
was invaluable. Many problems were planned as 
tests in dead-reckoning navigation. The pilots were 
briefed by the Intelligence Officers on the routes 
and location of drop fields of which aerial photos 
were made available by T.A.S.C.O. 

By the middle of June the flight ech elon re­
turned to Maxton. After we almost had settled 
clown to more operational training a new call came 
for the flight echelon to go to Sturgis on July 
8th for additional maneuvers with the so6th Para-

troop Regiment. The 
so6th was later cited 
for its work in taking 
Sicily. 

It was on ·our 
second trip to Sturgis

that Major Guile, Lt. Stokely, T /Sgt. McAninch, 
SjSgt. Sylvester and Sgt. Rampil conducted the 
first air-ground radar experiments for the group. 
\1\Te were veterans, and the performance we made 
was something of which we could be proud. 
Our pilots were now expert paratroop droppers, 
and could drop them on fields not much larger than 
a postage stamp. It was gratifying for us to receive 
a commendation from 
the Tennessee Air 
Support Command 
for our good work. 

SUMMER IN CAROLINA 
THE ground echelon had been at Maxton since the 
first part of June and it had everything running 
smoothly when the air echelon finally returned 
from its two maneuvers at Sturgis.· By the latter 
part of July the entire group was together again. 
At this point Lt. Edmond H. Heisler joined the 
group as Assistant Communications Officer. 

The pilots began serious training in formation 
and low-level flying, rendezvous problems, and 
numerous paratroop droppings. On the brighter 
side of the training program were the cross-country

navigational Hights over the week-ends, which always were extremely successful 
in providing the most direct route to the Stork Club in New York or that date 
with the girl in. Chicago. However, these Hights were of great benefit to all 
personnel in the group. They gave a lot of the men an opportunity to get

their home towns while 
going on leave. '1\Te 
knew that our weeks 
were numbered and 
our overseas shipment 
orders were just around 
the corner. With this 
in mind, our Command­
ing Officer, Major Guile, 
initiated a program 
which was aimed at giv­
ing each member of the 
group a leave. 

One Saturday morn­
ing the headquarters 
men arranged a trip to 
Myrtle Beach, South 
Carolina. '1\Te loaded a

lot of food into our planes as well as great quantltles of beer and soft drinks 
and off we went on the So-mile flight to the beach. No doubt this was the 
pioneer air picnic; as usual-the 433rd had set a precedent. At the beach we were 
made welcome at the U.S.O. Club, which was equipped with table tennis and 
other recreational facilities. Just outside of the U.S.O. was the beach. There was 
a lot of swimming clone as well as sun-bathing, so that when the mess call sounded 
both the solid and especially the more fluid food were enjoyed. After lunch volley­
ball games and makeshift games of water polo 
were played. '!\Then time came to dress, some of the 
excursionists had difficulty. After all, standing on 
one leg, on a wet, slippery, wooden floor and try­
ing to put on trousers is not an easy matter-especi­
ally after the liquid nourishment had been assimil­
ated. The planes were late in getting to Myrtle 
Beach that afternoon ·to take us back to camp and 
so we had an opportunity to inspect the B-26's 
based there. The after clark take-off was something 
new to the bulk of the men, and all, the old 63rcl 
veterans and the rookies, were thrilled by the 
sweep out over the ocean and the pin-pointed 
towns. It was a beautiful night. A tired but satisfied 
gang returned to Maxton. 

Maxton was the scene of the 7oth Squadron's 
most spectacular airplane accident. In the inimit­
able words of Lt. Maiclenburg, "2nd Lt. Richard

Brodmerkel was his usual self-packing, unpacking, 
repacking, etc., for days without end. The further 
training of new men kept that section busy through­
out the Maxton period. 

Big jobs also fell on S-1 and S-4. '!\Tills, powers of 
attorney, allotments, insurance, and many other 
personal details had to be made up. Capt. McNeil 
was disheartened when a man's record had been 
completely prepared for overseas service and he 
then was inconsiderate enough to get married so 
that all his papers had to be changed. Love!

S-4 had to outfit all officers and enlisted men with necessary field equipment 
including blankets, bed rolls, shelter halves, mess kits, and leggings. Capt. Steil 
and Sgt. Moore showed their ability to get quite a bit more material than was

authorized. All equipment was then marked and 
numerous inspections held to see that everything 
was in good shape. 

It was while we were at Maxton that the Medical 
Department turned its attention to the serious busi­
ness of preparing the personnel for the disease-rid­
den Southwest Pacific. Capt. Cramer and the 
Squadron Flight Surgeons gave us daily lectures 
for two weeks on tropical medicine. It was a daily 
occurrence to see long lines of men at the dispen­
sary waiting for the needle. Cpl. Dixon punched 
more holes than a sub-machine gun on rapid fire. 
As usual one poor joker lost his W.D.A.G.O. Form 
Sr, shot record, and had to take all the shots over 
again-cholera, typhus, tetanus, etc. 

Capt. Arbesman and eight dentists worked daily 
on the teeth of every man in the group. Everybody 
had to be pronounced dentally perfect before get­
ting a furlough, and besides it was a good way to get 

a clay off. "Doc" Arbesman did a splendid job and 
could feel gratified by knowing that when we left 
for overseas duty we were one of the best equipped 
groups to tackle "bully beef" and "K" rations. 

During the last two weeks at Maxton every mem­
ber of the group went to the firing range to qualify 
in firing the carbine, sub-machine gun, pistol, or all 
three . '"'e did a lot of shooting, and the results

OUR LAST FLING 
ON August rst the group moved to Baer Field, Fort 
Wayne, Ind. It was the first time that the whole 
group was moved by air. The first plane to arrive 
was piloted by Capt. Cahan and contained head­
quarters personnel. Each squadron flew in a com-
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pact formation spacing the arrivals at Baer Field by two hours to allow for 
transportation for the baggage and personnel to the barracks. It was swell to 
see the planes arrive at Baer Field in perfect formation, the base personnel were 
were duly impressed, despite Capt. Harley's famous 
peel off! 

The work at Baer Field was interesting and 
instructive. '1\Te all realized that our time for depar­
ture was close at hand and acted accordingly when 
on pass. 

As soon as we arrived our planes were turned 
over to the Air Service Depot for a complete 
check-up. There they were taken apart, examined 
and put together again. Auxiliary gas tanks were 
installed in preparation for the long flight from the 
States to Hawaii. After this was clone the planes 
were turned over to the squadrons, and the crew 
chiefs and other engineering personnel started 
their inspections. Every bolt, assembly, cable, and 
instrument was checked carefully. The sea rescue 
equipment, such as the dinghy, Mae '!\Tests, radio 
and other items, was tested and repacked. This 
was clone in a methodical business-like manner

because everybody knew that if the equipment was 
not in tip-top shape it would mean the plane 
and its crew might not reach its destination.

The classes were given to one 
squadron at a time and lasted a week. Many of the •

'1\Thile we were at Baer Feld personnel were 
transferred and reclassified, and a number of new 
men were assigned to the group.

to many a buddy induding Cpl. Ralph Vento of Brooklyn, and Pvt. "I've been 
wronged" Garrity. Since Major Smith had left us at Maxton to be assigned as 
Commanding Officer for a newly activated group, Major McNeil had been our 
Group Executive Officer. Major Baird was now relieved of his duties as C.O. of 
the fi7th Squadron and took over the duties of Executive Officer. Capt. Willie 
C. Head, who was Squadron Operations Officer, assumed the duties of Squadron 
Commander of the 67th. 

Capt. Busse, who had been Group Operations Officer since activation, was 
transferred to the 63rd Group, and Capt. George M. Cahan was transferred 
from the 7oth Squadron to succeed Capt. Busse. 

Everyone had to go through processing and checking of equipment again. In 
our spare time we attended lectures and saw training films which we already 
knew by heart. 

Among the strange things that happened at Baer Field, all flying personnel 
were equipped with sheepskin winter flying suits as if making them ready for a 
Hight over the North Pole instead of to the Southwest Pacific. On arrival in 
Brisbane all this equipment was turned in. Snafu'd again. 

The Supply Section had a busy time. On July Igth an advance echelon, con­
sisting of Capt. Karl T. Steil, Sgts. Moore and Rice, and Supply Officers and 
personnel from the squadrons had arrived from Maxton and begun the task 
of assembling, crating, and marking all equipment. The sub-depot at Baer 
Field, especially the sweater and slacks brigade, gave invaluable help. As soon 
as most of the materiel had been loaded on freight cars and headed West, 
another advance echelon consisting of Capt. Steil, Lts. Reiter, Watkins, and 
Galusha, and Sgts. Cartwright, Moore, and Rice went out to San Francisco to 
complete the assembling of supplies there. Arrangements were made ' there for 
jeeps, trucks, ambulances, tugs, and other necessary. rolling stock-we would 
not have to walk! Our equipment was loaded on several freighters and a fond 
farewell was said. It was rather unfortunate that we were not able to get all 
our supplies on the same boat, because we later found that our equipment, 
which had been placed on eleven different boats, was unloaded at five harbors 
along the eastern shores of Australia and New Guinea, ranging from Sydney to 
Doboclura. 

67th Squadron. 
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The 67th Squadron was the first to leave Fort Wayne for Hamilton Field, 
California, on August 12th. Major Baird led this first flight of thirteen planes. 
The 68th, 6gth, and 7oth were quick to follow in the slip stream of the 67th 
with a sprinkling of headquarters officers accompanying each squadron. These 
departures were punctuated by three-day lapses with the last squadron taking 
off on the 21st. Lt. Col Guile was among the last to leave. His, was the dream 
crew of the group. His co-pilots were Capts. George M. Cahan and James A. 
Harley. Capt. Joe E. Stokely, Group Communications Officer, was radio oper­
ator, Lt. Levi L. Marcum, Group Engineering Officer, took over as crew chief, 
while Lt. Alphonse F. Trezza was added as navigator. Upon Col. Guile's depar­
ture Major McNeil became Commanding Officer of the ground echelon. This 
was the end of the group as a unit until January 1944. 

Immediately upon the departure of the flight echelon the ground echelon 
had to move to the other side of the street at Baer Field in order to make room 
for the 434th Ti·oop Carrier Group, which was moving in for processing. 

While at Baer Field Col. Guile saw to it that every man in the group received 
the best deal possible, as he had done numerous times in the past. Quite a few 
men received furloughs while others spent time at home on week-end passes. 
Three-day passes were a clime a dozen and when special 6.oo a.m. passes were 
issued to married men-weren't we all! Sgt. Taber met his "Heavenly" Beverly 
while there. However, those who lived too far away and could not get home 
still had a fine time in the friendly town of Fort w·ayne. Such places as the 113 
Club, Hofbrau, Hitching Post, Gunner's, Berghoff Gardens, and the Indiana, 
Keenan, Allen, and Anthony Hotels became nightly roll call centers for both 
officers and enlisted men. Not knowing when we were to leave, each night was 
the occasion for a farewell party. Many an officer and his wife will remember 
a certain party at the Hitching Post. 

Baer Field had good recreational facilities, a fine P.X. with a cafeteria 
attached, and a barber shop where a hair cut could be had in four hours flat! 
Despite the out of the way location of the W.A.C. area the girls could not com­
plain ·of neglect. Again the 433rd took care of its share. The gals behind the 
counters in the P.X. were an eyeful, and many a G.I. and officer bought more 
toilet articles than they could possibly use. It's remarkable what a well filled 
sweater can do for business-isn' t it? 

70th Squadron. 



Rumors, as usual, were rife as to our final destination, but only among our­
selves. In town we were especially careful to keep our lips zippered, and we 
kept our eyes and ears open for the loose-mouthed who might give away any 
information as to why we were at Baer Field. We soon found out that we were 
"innocents abroad", and that the people of Fort Wayne knew more about the 
things in store for us than we knew ourselves. No date in Fort Wayne was com­
plete without two or three rumors. Favorite spooning and rumor spot was West 
Swasey Park. 

September 7th was the great day. At about noon the 6gth and 7oth Squadrons 
lined up in the main street. Shortly thereafter, headquarters, the 67th, and the 
68th followed suit. The band played and the Base Commander threw us a 
salute as we marched by with straight backs, in perfect cadence, and looking 
very brave. The men sang the traditional Air Corps songs, even though their · 
exuberance was forced. Each man had conflicting feelings about our moving. 
We were glad that the training was over and that at long last we were on our 
way. However, many of us had that choking feeling of despair because of the 
thought that we would not see our families and friends for a long time. Our . 
spirits rose somewhat when we saw that the train which was going to take us 
across the continent was made up of Pullman cars. 

WESTWARD BOUND 
WEIGHTED down with full field equipment (Air Corps style), and feeling very 
much like infantrymen, we started our trip across the continent: As G.I. troop 
trains go, this was a pleasant trip. \tVe saw our beautiful country and had good 
food, with ice cream served frequently. During the trip the news of Italy's 
unconditional surrender came, and morale jumped sky high.

Quite a few of us were on our long-
est railroad ride and were getting · 
our first glimpse of the "Golden 
West". Our Pullman cars were fairly 
comfortable despite the fact that they, 
and we, were overburdened with 
.equipme1it which had to be shifted 
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nightly when bedtime arrived. The usual fortunes were made and lost en-route. 
Chess, checkers, and map games consumed quite a bit of our time. Many new 
games were also invented. 

We made an average of one stop per day and this time was utilized for 
calisthenics. A watchful eye had to be maintained by those in charge in order 
to keep up with the few men obsessed with an exploratory urge. Denver was 
our first important stop and, as usual, the Red Cross girls were on hand with 
a cold drink, cigarettes, and doughnuts. As much as we hate to disillusion the 
Red Cross, the main lure was not the refreshments. A few days later we 
crossed the Great Salt Lake, and everyone was duly impressed. The train seemed 
to be allergic to salt water; first we would go forward ten yards and then 
retreat twenty. After repetition of this procedure some ten or more times, we 
wondered whether the engineer was afraid of what was on the other side. It 
was while crossing the lake that Sgt. Budish made his famous oration entitled 
''I'd Walk Across". Five days after our departure from Baer Field we arrived 
at Camp Stoneman, Pittsburg, CaL The camp was immense, and getting from 
one end to the other was quite a journey. This discovery was made on the long 
walk to our barracks. 

As soon as we arrived at Stoneman we were marched from the platform to 
an open space where we removed our packs and leggings. We were headed for 
the physical examination which we had heard was tough, the physical which 
would decide if we were physically fit to go overseas and do the job for which 
Uncle Sam had trained us. When we came to a door in a big H-shaped building we 
saw the sign "Medical Examination Headquarters For All Incoming Personnel" 
-THIS WAS IT! Each· of us was told to produce his shot record. We knew 
that a good soldier always carried it with him, but to the" despair of many of 
the G.l.'s they found that they had .; .. 
left the record in their fatigues when 
they changed to sun tans just before 
their arrivaL Sgts. McCra_nor and 
MacGregor became the heroes of the 
day when they produced the service 
records which could verify that the

immunization had already been accomplished. The first doctor was comfortably 
seated in a wicker chair and asked a question or two. The line just moved by 

him-almost without stopping. The next production line doctor examined 

hearts. Having approached the stethoscope to within six inches of the man, he 
would command "next". So it went on, and before we knew it we were outside 

and had been judged physically fit. Most disappointed boy was "Atlas" Kvapil. 

\'\Thile at Baer Field most of the members of the group had homes or relatives 
in the Chicago area, but at Stoneman all of a sudden everyone seemed to have 
a dying grandmother or a sister with a new addition to the family located in 
California-an excellent excuse for a pass. In a desperate bid for a pass one of 
the boys presented the San Francisco address of a Lt. Comdr. Since that time 
the telephone directory has been his favorite volume. Since all of us were not 
fortunate enough to have relatives in San Francisco, we had to be contented 
with the gambling casinos of Pittsburg. The Mexicans and the frontier bars 
were a novelty. As a matter of fact, it was the most wide-open town many of 
us had ever visited. One of the interesting jobs for some of the officers was to 
serve as M.P.'s with arm band and paraphernalia which allowed them to walk 
in and out of all the bars. Naturally they tried not to be absent when the fights 

were at their best. An unusual feature of the base was the odd names of the 
post theatres-"\'\Take", "Midway" and "Bataan". 

U.S.S. "West Point". 

September 24th was the clay. Ready to leave bright and early, we ran into 
the usual army routine of "hurry up and wait". We spent about four hours 
playing cards, ball, and ogling the P.X. girls. One of them was presented with 
a nude "Kewpie" doll covered with the names of" about twenty of the head­
quarters E.M.-All choice spots were initialed. 

The cry of "This is it, men" started off the long and tiring march to the 
clock. The men were burdened with full field equipment, something they had 
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never carried before. In addition to that, when boarding the ship each man 

had to carry his "A" bag in which he had packed his possessions, issued and 

personal. Higher headquarters, as usual, messed up by directing that only a few 

articles be placed in the "B" bags which were to be stored in the hold of the ship. 

A large side-wheeler, formerly the S.S. "Catalina", an excursion boat in more 

peaceful clays, carried the group clown the Sacramento River and across San 

Francisco Bay. 

San Francisco put on an imposing show for us. The bay was aglow, and a 

few landmarks such as the "Bridge" and Alcatraz were visible. After much strain­

ing the "Catalina" was berthed. We hooked on our equipment, slung our "A'' 
bags, and tramped on to the dock. Then we just waited. 

Having crossed to the imposing bulkhead we learned it was the U.S.S. "West 

Point", formerly the ocean liner "America", and the pride of the U.S. Merchant 

Marine. Each man responded to his last name with his first name and middle 

initial, then climbed the gang plank. The men then followed the G.I.'s design­

ated as guides to their quarters. At this point the few remaining doubters knew 

that they were really going overseas.

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SHELLBACKS ALL 
LATE in the afternoon of September 
25th the whistles of the "West Point" 
gave forth a few long blasts and the 
ghost-like ship was slowly pushed by 
the tugs out into the open waters of 
San Francisco Bay. As we gathered 
momentum the crowded harbor gave 
us a farewell of whistles, blasts, and 
shouts, and the crews of the freighters 
joined in the festivities. The Golden 
Gate slowly slipped to the rear, and 
gradually sank below the horizon 
amid ;:t bursting sunset. None of us 
could have asked for a more impres­
sive and lasting farewell. 

While it was a relief to be on the 
ship after the long- and hard trek, the sight that greeted the men was dishearten­
ing. Those who had never experienced the strange feeling of being penned-up 
were soon to learn its effects. All of the quarters were overcrowded. Staterooms 
had bunks in tiers of four, and companionways were stacked three high to the 
ceilings. However the group personnel were lucky as both officers and enlisted 
men had the best available quarters, none living lower than the main deck. 
During the day cool breezes entered the portholes, that were· not jammed shut, 
and this made life comparatively pleasant even though everyone was crowded. 

Nights on board ship were pretty bad. A naval duty officer saw to it that all 
portholes were closed after sundown. The men were forced to live and attempted 
to sleep in surroundings that were odoriferous and stuffy. Never before had so many 
men been placed in so small an area and with so little ventilation. At sundown the 
"smoking lamp was out" automatically. 

Prize feature of the journey was 
the mess situation. Ridicule has been, 
and still is, poked at G.I. food, but 
the enlisted men aboard the "West 
Point" had worse meals than Sgt. 
Baker's "Sad Sack" ever had to con­
tend with. Not only was the food pre­
pared in a most unappetizing man­
ner, but it was also extremely meager 
in quantity. Perhaps if there had been 
three meals a day the men would 
have been more content, but the eight 
hour wait for food plus having to 
stand up while eating it made chow 
time a drudgery. After several com­
pla_ints were made to the Ship Com­
mander by Major McNeil, Command­
ing Officer of the ground echelon, 
the quality and quantity of the food 
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were slightly improved-beans for 
breakfast were eliminated. 

The officers felt rather uncomfort­
able when served good food, knowing 
that the food for the enlisted men 
was not satisfactory. The only way 
they could help out a little was to 
smuggle out apples and oranges from 
the mess, and make purchases for the 
men in the ship's store. Mr Houle, 
our Reel Cross representative, was a 
welcome visitor to the enlisted men's 
quarters almost daily. 

However, all was not bad on the 
trip, and there were some very pleas­
ant times. We were blessed with a 
calm and serene voyage, thus giving 
the men an opportunity to spend 
most of their time on deck. During

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most of the day the decks were jammed with sun bathers, card players, rail 
hangers-on, and the unforgettable Pocket Book fanatics. The opportunity to get 
outside the stuffy cabins was welcomed by all. Many men spent all of their clays, 
except for chow times, on deck, and some slept on deck at night. The coolness of 
the nights was a welcome relief. We know that our life on the trip to the "down 
under" was probably a better one than the average G.I. spends, but if anyone · 
had told us so at the time, he would have suffered a horrible death. '!\Fe dreamed 
of fresh water showers, army food, wide open spaces, and the smile of a pretty 
girl. Cramped in those crowded quarters we came to know each other's idiosyn­
crasies and habits better than ever before, and despite our wails of woe there

were enjoyable moments. Although 
the upper deck was off-limi.ts to en­
listed men one cannot bridle thoughts, 
and there were thoughts aplenty. Our 
grasshoppers' view sufficed .

man a little "ditty-bag" containing a 
deck of cards, soap, wash cloth, a 
Pocket Book, and other small items 
of personal equipment. Coca-cola was 
available for those who wished to 
"sweat out" a line for a couple of 
hours. Many a G.I. made a fortune 
selling from a jug of coke. Ice cream 
and P.X. supplies were obtained 
through the cooperation of an en­
gineering outfit 's 1st Sgt.

On the clay we crossed the Equator 
the usual ceremony took place. The 
sailors and a few of the army officers 
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who had never crossed that imaginary line, in other words the "pollywogs", 
dressed in silly looking costumes, had to undergo the ordeal of being dunked in 
a large tub of water. After suffering this and other ingenious tortures they were 
considered initiated into the "Ancient Order of the Deep", and were officially 
termed "Shellbacks". By proxy, all of us were considered "Shellbacks", and 
received cards verifying it. 

Crossing the International Date Line confused us a bit. We went to sleep on 
Thursday night and awoke Saturday morning. No one was bothered by the fact 
except Capt. O 'Shea of the 7oth Squadron who could not celebrate his first wed­
ding anniversary. 

The 433rd was lucky to have sailed on a luxury liner. Since we were not 
retarded by a slow moving convoy we were able to make the trip in a shorter 
space of time than originally envisaged by members of the group. Within two 
weeks we had sighted the Australian coast; the first land to be seen during the 
journey. It had been an uneventful trip, with no enemy ships sighted. The 
periodic life boat drills were considered routine matters after the excitement of 
the first one. 

When we sailed from the States there was some doubt in the minds of the men 
concerning our destination. vVhen we received pocket book guides on Australia 
we knew we were Sydney bound. Other outfits received booklets on New Guinea, 
but strangely enough we did not get them. 

After coming in sight of land the ship followed the Australian coastline for 
awhile, and then suddenly the houses in the outlying districts of a city appeared. 
We saw a clean, orderly, picturesque city, and we were not disappointed. It 
had been fall in the U.S. when we left, and we arrived during Australia's · 
springtime when nature was in its glory. 

DOWN UNDER 
WE entered Sydney Harbor and slid through the submarine uets which were 
guarded by small harbor craft. The great structure that is held in such esteem. by 

the Australians, the im­
posing Harbor Bridge, 
loomed in the back­

The trip up the har­
bor was a revelation. 
We glided by little 
grass-covered knolls, ex­
cursion boats, ferries, 
ship yards, and many an 
Allied warship at anchor. 
When the "'Vest Point" 
edged its hull against 
the clock there were 
ships of all the nations 
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Lt. Gerald L. Biehn,

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around her. Tied up at the dock near us in Woolloomooloo were Greek and 
Fighting French freighters. The 433rd had come to assume its role with our 
Australian Allies in the Southwest Pacific Area. 

On October 10th we docked at Sydney. We had high hopes of getting off the 
"West Point" early in the day, but the brass hats came through with their usual 
muddled plans and we waited for hours while most of the ten thousand troops 
·departed through a lone gangway. Along about 4.oo p.m. the men became 
desperately hungry. This was remedied by meat-loa£ sandwiches and apples. 
The bulk of the time' waited was spent throwing cartons of cigarettes to the 
Aussie kids playing around the ship in skiffs. Finally, at about 5 o'clock, we 
hustled off the boat and piled into double-decked busses, reminiscent of New 
York and Chicago, which took us through the well populated and decorative 
streets of Sydney to the railroad station. There we received our first impression 
of the Australian railroad cars. Carrying all of our baggage, we piled into some 
small compartments which probably had been the latest fashion during the 
time of our grandparents. Our destination was Warwick Farm, an old race 
track, which had been taken over by the U.S. Army for the staging of troops.

The population, especially the women, 
seemed to be glad we were there. After such a royal welcome we felt like heroes 
coming to the aid of the Aussies. 

In true 433rd fa~hion it rained on our arrival at \1\Tarwick Farm. After hiking 
against traffic on the wrong side of the road for a good mile through pitch dark 
country, the sight that greeted us was far from encouraging. There were long 
rows of muddy company streets, and sitting in lakes of water were empty tents 
with flaps rolled up. It was about 8.30 when we arrived, but it was after mid­
night before we scraped together or swiped enough cots and blankets from an 
airdrome outfit that had travelled with us from Stoneman. All sorts of jokers 
were milling around searching for food, cots and other essentials. Quite a few 
of us finally flopped into bed on an empty stomach, thoroughly worn out, and 
with our spirits at a very low ebb. 

Arriving at Sydney in October we figured that the weather would be like 
April in Jacksonville, Florida. During the day time this calculation checked, 
but during the evenings it felt as if we were in Northern Canada. Wearing all

available clothing and sleeping under five blankets we still shivered. They say 
it never freezes in Sydney, but you can't prove it by us. 

The following clays were spent in making the camp site a little more livable. 
After a few dreary clays life was not too uncomfortable. It was at Warwick 
Farm that we started learning how to rough it, and how to hate mutton and 
lamb. It looked as though the Aussies had unloaded all their excess mutton on 
the U.S. ,Army. Our first thought upon arriving was to get our clothes washed. 
To some of us it was a great shock to learn that if you wanted clean clothes 
you had to wash them yourself. It did not take long, however, to learn even 
if the water was temperamental; sometimes hot, sometimes cold, and then quite 
suddenly-no water. Ever since Warwick Farm we have washed our own clothing, 
so if we have not learned anything else overseas we will still be able to make 
some woman a good housewife when the shooting is over. 

After a few clays' restriction, which restricted very few of us, we received 
passes to the nearby town of Liverpool and to Sydney. After two long weeks 
on the ocean everyone was eager to get to town. Our first venture among 
civilians was at Liverpool. The town was less than a country mile from the 
ever open gate, and the men came and went as they pleased. Fatigues in Liver­
pool were a common sight. Good beer, food, milk, and ice cream were found 
in abundance. The townspeople were amazed and amused at our capacity for 
"styke and eyegs". We were all highly impressed by the clean, neat and well­
kept homes and gardens and the friendliness of the people.

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We had read about Sydney's large 
size, friendly people, and scenic won­
ders, but there was quite a bit of 
doubt in our minds as to whether 
it could measure up to our large 
American cities. However, the few 
doubters were soon disappointed, and 
Sydney proved to be on a par with, 
if not better than, Ft. \1\Tayne in its 
attractiveness as a source of recrea­
tion. Of course we had our difficul­
ties with the left-handed traffic. The 
big difficulty encountered by the bulk 
of the men was in looking to the left 
instead of to the right when stepping 
off the curb. 'I_'his caused some nar­
row escapes and verbal outbursts. 

While at the "Farm" we exchanged 
Brisbane. 

our American money at the P.X. for its Australian equivalent. From then on 
we had to struggle with pockets full of shillings, florins, threepences, tuppences, 
and pennies. Most of the men were stumped when they priced an article and 
received a reply of "ninepence hapenny" or "three bob". The matter of count­
ing one's change was a problem in itself and most of the men accepted what 
was offered at face value. Poker games were played on the basis of "big ones 
and little ones", with many a big and little one passing hands. 

Food was the thing most sought after when the men arrived at vVynyard or 
Town Hall stations after the half-hour electric train ride from \Varwick Farm. 
Although the Australians had strict rationing and a price ceiling on each meal, 
a person was still able to satisfy a hearty appetite by eating in more than one 
place. As expected, our trip on the "\Vest Point" had also built up a great 
thirst, and the pubs and hotels were added to the "must visit" lists. \Vith a

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very few exceptions the public bars closed at 6.oo p.m. This led to a mad rush 
to get into town before that time. Experience soon taught us that Australian 
brew is stronger than American beer. ... Hie! · 

Sydney had been aptly named "the woman capital of the world". Judging 
from what we saw we were in full agreement. It outdoes Washington, D.C., in 
its ratio of women to men. In all parts of town girls were numerous, frivolous, 
attractive, agreeable, and smartly dressed. The good neighbor policy was deve­
loped to everyone's satisfaction. The Hotel Australia was a popular meeting 
place as were Hyde Park, the Reel Cross, the American Center, Romano's, the 
Roosevelt, and the Trocadero. The Australians in general welcomed us warmly 
and seemed to appreciate our being there. Of course there were some who 
resented the fact that Americans consumed so much of their rationed goods and 
were considered attractive by the Aussie women. In all probability the attraction 
was clue to more than our good looks and friendly attitude. The fact that we 
were loaded clown with money, and were not afraid of spending it, caused this 

open-door policy to some extent. The 
"sheilas'' were out for a good time and 
we were ready, willing and able. In an 
effort to salvage something of their 
pride the Aussies took advantage of 
our generosity either by "bumming" 
cigarettes, drinks and whole meals, or 
by making a small "touch''. 

We had trouble understanding the 
pronunciation of certain words, and in 
spite of their denials, some of the Aus­
sies seem to have a Cockney accent. 
Before long we became accustomed to 
their idioms, contractions, and expres­
sions for things which differed from 
our own. Petrol, ironmongery, chemist 
shop, stalls, and many other words be-

In the Lismore District, N.S.W. came part of our vocabulary. Our ex-

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periences with the cinema brought quite a few laughs when we discovered that 
the more one paid for a stall the further back from th~ screen was the seat. lt 
took time-but we caught on. 

Sydney also had a strong cultural interest, and many found the museums, legiti­
mate theaters, concerts, and Botanical Gardens sources of interest and entertain­
ment. Luna Park, the amusement center, was a novelty for some, and was the scene 
of quite a few battle-royals. The Taronga Park Zoo, with its unusual collection of 
animals-koala bears, wallabies, and others-also received heavy attention. One 
and all en joyed Sydney so much that it was with regrets that we had to leave its 
friendly surroundings. Memories of King's Cross will remain with us all. 

Not long after our arrival in Australia rumors started circulating that our 
flight echelon, whom we had almost forgotten, was interested in our where­
abouts, and that they were stuck somewhere in the jungles of New Guinea. 
'1\' e also heard that our future base of operations was going to be a place about 
20 miles up the Markham Valley from 
Lae, called N adzab. 

A few days after our arrival at 
'1\Tarwick Farm the advance ground 
echelon of 100 men was sent north 
by rail and then flown from Towns-
ville to Port Moresby in order to join 
the flight echelon, and to take over 
some of the piled-up work. 

The rest of the ground echelon 
stayed behind for a few more weeks 
before moving on October 2·3rcl via 
railway to Brisbane in two groups. 
For twenty-four hours we were 
crowded into small Australian-British 
style cars. Eight men in every small 
six-person compartment made up the 
caravan. The comfortable rides in 
Pullman cars in the States were 
pleasa~t thoughts of bygone days.

How these four-wheeled, rough-riding cars ever stayed on the uneven rails 
around the curves is still a mystery to us. 

The ride through the Australian countryside brought back memories of trips 
in the States. The rolling hills, large lakes, and orderly farm houses were remin­
iscent of the Wisconsin, Ohio, and Indiana terrain. The brilliant color of the 
jacaranda trees greatly impressed us, as did the wild wallabies we glimpsed in 
the bush. The few times we hit the coast we were able to see the Aussies' prepara­
tions against a Jap invasion which was imminent earlier in the war.

At about S.oo in the evening on October 24th 
we pulled into the Brisbane railroad yards and 
were taken through a driving rain in trucks to 
Camp Muckley. \'\Thy higher headquarters 
always arrange movements so that troops arrive 
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Prairie-New Guinea style. 

at their destinations at night is something no one can understand, but it seemed 
to be the custom in Australia. Oh yes, you notice-it rained. 

Brisbane did not measure up with the metropolis of Sydney, but was a "fair 
dinkum" town. A majority of the men were able to obtain passes and spent one 
or two evenings in the city. From Archerfielcl to Brisbane was a fairly long ride, 
but the strange surroundings made the trip interesting. 

As in Sydney we ran into the great American Reel Cross. It had a beautiful, 
centrally located spot, and featured good music, two large dining rooms, pretty 
girls, good food, and last but not least, good old American bottled coke. The 
streets and shops were very "American". On every block could be found a milk 
bar, and the theaters were playing the very latest Holl ywoocl pictures. One thing 
that amused us all was the street car fare of-one penny. 

After two clays some of our planes arrived, and the ferrying of ground per­
sonnel to New Guinea began. Col. Guile and Lt. Maiclenburg had joined us in 
Sydney, and while in Brisbane they made arrangements for the move by air of 
the entire ground echelon, except for a small rear clean-up and loading detail. 

It took 74 plane loads to move the

On October 3oth the men left Bris­

bane. The pbnes landed in Towns­
ville in order to refuel, and took off 
after every.one had had his last fill-up 
of milk, hamburgers, and peach pie 
at the Reel Cross. It was the last milk 
we had for many months to come. 
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ON TO GUINEA 
OuR first glimpse of New Guinea was 
from a blue azure sky as we came 
in from the south over the amazing 
Coral Sea. The Coral Sea is a magni­
ficent spectacle. It is a show by itself. 
The water is a deep blue with an 
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Little home in the hills. Faita-Kunai grass centre. 

underlying semblance of purple. From a plane the sea becomes one of the 
wonders of the world. The coral beds are, in some instances, miles long. In some 
spots they are well below the surface but can be seen in all their splendor 
through the crystal-clear water. In other places the coral breaks through and 
the icy blue simmering waters break over it and cause the oddest-shaped white­
caps imaginable. These-whitecaps dance and twist to a strange rhythm all their 
own-a rhythm as distinctive as a dance by Zorina or Astaire. Beating the 
Japanese Imperial Fleet in these waters showed the mastery of American 
seamanship and navigation to the world. 

After a few hours of flight the horizon appeared darker. This was the island 
of New Guinea. When our planes approached nearer we could see that behind 
a misty veil lay the towering mountains and the river valleys which were to 
be our home for a year or more. 

As we flew along slightly off shore we observed the native huts built on stilts 
in the water. The planes circled Port Moresby, that strategic prize which the 
J aps had hoped to wrest from Allied 
hands, swooped low over the myriad 
of tents and dusty roads, and finall~r 

settled on one of the airstrips. w·e 
alighted and were surprised to find 
that the climate was not as oppressive 
as we had been led to expect. A part 
of the first group continued their 
journey northward the next clay, but 
others remained for a week or more. 

The stay at Moresby was a gradual 
introduction to New Guinea for us. 
We were required to sleep under mos­
quito nets and to take our atabrine 
daily. "Be wise, atabrinize", became 
the cry of the medics. It was a long, 
hilly hike to the mess hall, and we 
soon learned that the climate did not 
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Burning Hills-Markham Valley. 

permit a very ambitious physical pro­
gram. The food was not bad, due to 
the fact that planes were able to bring 
in fresh food from the mainland. It 
was at Moresby that most of us had 
our first introduction to that delicacy 
of overseas menus- bully beef. 

There was little work at Moresby 
for the skeleton crew of headquarters 
men who forwarded reports of two of 
the squadrons to the main part of the 
group, which was then working out 
of Nadzab. The 68th and 69th Squad­
rons did not make the switch from 
Moresby to Naclzab until January 12, 
1944. While at Moresby the rear 
echelons were loaded clown with all 
sorts of tales about the life at N ad­
zab. Stories were rampant about J aps 
cutting telephone wires, getting into 
mess lines and refusing to eat the 
bully beef which was dished out, and 
about natives who had been slaught­
ered by the Nips. You'd be surprised . 
at the number of men who believed 
the stories. 

INTO THE AIR 
High on a windy hill . . . 1~1MEDIATE~Y upon arrival fro~n Baer 

F1eld the flight echelon was bnefed at 
Hamilton Field for the overseas hop to the Hawaiian Islands. 

The flight across the ocean was -uneventful, and in many cases the planes 
flew over a dense cover of cloud5. About 150 miles from Hawaii the cone­
shaped form of Mauna Loa appeared 
on the horizon, and from then on it 
was not difficult to find the pearl of 
the Pacific! 

The stay at Hawaii was in 'most 
cases brief, but there was still ample 
opportunity to see the evidences of 
the bombing on December 7, 1941. It 
was not a pretty sight-even at that 
late date. After the cold and clamp­
ness at Hamilton many of the air 
crews had developed colds, and some 
had to go into the infirmary at Hawaii 
to riel themselves of their ailments. 

After an uneventful trip we landed 
at Brisbane, Australia a few days later 
and the planes were immediately 
turned over to service squadrons 



which removed the extra gas tanks 
and de-icing equipment. We were told 
that we were in sub-tropic climate 
where it never freezes. However, the 
following night while we lay shiver­
ing under five blankets, this was hard 
to believe. 

Some of our planes reported to the 
317th Troop Carrier Group stationed 
at Townsville. Immediately they be­
gan to fly on missions across the Coral 
Sea to Kiriwina, Goodenough Island, 
Milne Bay, and Dobodura. Other 
planes went to Port Moresby where 
they flew with the 374th Troop Car­
rier Group. These planes flew to 
Tsili Tsili, w·au, and Dobodura. 

Shortly after the paratroopers 
landed in the Markham Valley planes 
of the 433rd began a regular shuttle 
from Moresby to Nadzab. These 
flights consisted of flying materiel to 
Nadzab, then making a couple of 
hops hauling goods from Lae to Nad­
zab, and then getting back over the 
Owen Stanley Mountains before the 
weather closed in. The weather was 
the biggest road block we had to 
overcome. 

The Owen Stanley Mountain coun­

try, situated between Moresby and the Markham Valley, is a conglomeration of 
rugged peaks reaching up t9 w,ooo feet. These steep slopes, with rain-forest 
covered sides, are not too pleasant a place to make a crash landing. Every after­
noon at about 2 o'clock the clouds would build up, and in no time immense 
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thunderheads, piling up to 25,000 feet 
or more, would cover the entire range. 
The planes had to get back before 
the weather closed in or R.O.N. north 
of the range. \1\Thile our planes were 
stationed at Moresby, flying for the 
clay was usually over by the early 
hours of the afternoon. 

In the early part of October the 
7oth Squadron was moved lock, 
stock, and barrel, to Nadzab. It was the 
first of our squadrons to be moved to 

the Markham Valley, and in the be­
ginning it was rough going. At first 
they were q uarterecl and rationed 
with a service group. \tVe all know 
from experience that such an ar-

rangement is never satisfactory to all 
concerned. It was, therefore, a great re­
lief when the advance ground echelon 
was sent up to Nadzab directly from 
Sydney. The 7oth was the first unit of 
the 433rd in the Markham Valley to 
establish itself with its own mess. 

WE ENTER THE 
FIGHT 

\ VHEN the flight echelon arrived at 
Port Moresby in the latter part of 
August 1943 the military situation 
in New Guinea was none too favor­
able. The Allied patrol line extended 
from a position a mile south of 

Salamaua north-westerly across the coastal range and then westerly along those 
hills and mountains bordering the southern side of the Markham River Valley 
system. The Japanese still possessed Salamaua, Lae, Finschhafen, and the entire 
Markham Valley. The main allied base was Moresb)~, and the two forward bases 
were Dobodura, on the eastern New Guinea coast, and Tsili Tsili, just short of 
the advanced inland Australian patrols. 

Before the 433rd arrived in New Guinea, Troop Carrier units had already 
flown to Wau, center of the gold mine fields, situated in the Owen Stanley Range. 
This place was one of the most forward outposts when the .J aps tried to penetrate 
through to Port Moresby. While the situation was most critical, and the .Japs 
were being held off from the strip by a small number of valiant Aussies, the 
Troop Carrier planes rushed reinforcements, ammunition, and rations into \1\Tau 
just in the nick of time, and the Aussies were able to push the Nips back. This 
single action, together with the stopping of the .Japs at Kokoda, was the begin­
ning· of the end for the Japs in New 
Guinea. Our planes participated in 
the supplying of Wau. 

The Nips were still in the sur­
rounding- hills, and the booming of 
the artillery pieces along with the 
cracking of the machine guns served 
as a constant reminder that the enemy 
was close at h and. 

During the early clays of flying in 
New Guinea the danger from enemy 
attack was ever present. To forestall 
losses to the enemy our planes flew in 
a tight formation of "V's", escorted by 
low, medium, and high fighter cover 
of P-3g 's, P-47 's and P-38's. The planes 
heeded to a strict schedule, leaving at 
a definite time to make a rendezvous 
with the fighters. When a transport

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was compelled to fall out due to engine 
trouble a fighter plane would also drop 
out to guard its return to Moresby. 

In the latter part of August a few 
C-47's landed on the kunai flats near 
Tsili Tsili and unloaded some air en­
~!;ineers and equipment. As soon as the 
strip was burned and levelled, C-47's 
started shuttle flying to Tsili Tsili. The 
engineers built two strips, one for 
transports and another for fighters. The 
strategy behind these strips was to station 
fighters here so they could have longer 
range and protect the bombers from 
Moresby on their bombing missions to 
the Hansa Bay, Wewak, and Madang 
strongholds. Tsili Tsili was not a very 
good spot to fly in and out of. The run­
ways were in fair condition, but there 
are hills at both ends of the strip which 
made landings and take-offs difficult. The 
worst factor in connection with Tsili 

· Tsili was the proximity of the Japan­
ese infantry. Many a time the snipers 
in the surrounding hills took pot shots 
at the men and planes, and almost every 
clay Nip bombers and fighters came over

and dropped daisy cutters and demolition bombs on what they thought were 
plane and personnel areas. 

In September 1943 Allied paratroopers, hauled in by a large number of C-47's, 
among which were some of ours, but not flown by our pilots, were dropped at 
Nadzab in the Markham Valley. This was the first time that paratroopers had 
been used in the New Guinea campaign, and the surprise was complete. 

Simultaneously with the landing 
of the paratroopers, the Australian 
forces which had been pushing- for­
ward from Tsili Tsili arrived at Nad­
zab, and jointly occupied the Naclzab 
airstrip. This was later designated as 
Strip No. 2. 

As soon as the first N adzab airstrip 
was secured our planes helped to move 
the fighter units from Tsili Tsili to 
Nadzab, from where they soon started 
to operate out of the newly completed 
fighter strip, designated as Strip No. 1. 

During the succeeding clays, forces 
from Nadzab and others from the east 
closed in upon Lae from two directions. 
The attack on Salamaua was renewed, 
and Allied troops entered that deserted 
enemy post on September 11th. Lae fell 

No, not San Fernando Valley-jud Markham Valley. 
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on September 16th. Another Australian 
division moved up the Markham Val­
ley and on September 2oth occupied 
Kaiapit, an enemy post up the valley 
from Nacliab. On October 2nd the 
veteran fighters of the Australian 
Ninth Division occupied Finschhafen 
after weeks of bitter fighting. The 
Aussies put on a magnificent "show". 

Planes of the 433rcl supported each 
of these rapid Allied advances. Sup­
plies were flown by us from Tsili 
Tsili to Naclzab on September 7th, 
less than thirty-six hours after Allied 
troojJs had occujJied the strip. Start­
ing on September 13th our planes be­
gan to transport supplies regularly 

from Port Moresby to Naclzab, three clays before the capture of Lae. 
In support of the Australian advance up the Markham-Ramu Valley system, 

the "flying boxcars" flew rations, ammunition, and reinforcements from Moresby 
to Kaiapit, an airstrip hitherto unexplored except by aerial reconnaissance and 
unused by Allied planes. When the planes arrived, the Australian patrol line 
and the enemy were just beyond the far end of the runway. 

Once this major advance through Salamaua, Lae, Finschhafen, and the Mark­
ham Valley had been accomplished, it was necessary to consolidate, to bring up 
the lines of supply, and to prepare bases for future operations against the strong­
holds of Alexishafen, Maclang, and Wewak. It was larg·ely the task of the 433rd 
to haul men, supplies, and ammunition for the infantry and artillery and for the 
ever-growing number of Allied Air Forces combat outfits. 

During these months the work of our group also concentrated· on bringing 
supplies to the Australian Seventh Division stationed at Gusap and at Dumpu 
from which they were battling the .Japs at Shaggy Ridge. It was the first 
time an infantry division had b'een entirely supjJlied and maintained by air. In

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the beginning, while the situation in 
the Markham Valley was critical, 
there was a constant flow from Lae 
and Naclzab to Gusap. As soon as the 
troops were fairly well supplied with 
rations ;.mel ammunition, steel mat­
ting for new airstrips and gasoline 
for fighter planes were the order of 
the clay. The accomplishment, of 
which all our air crews can justly be 
proud, was soon visible when several 
6ooo foot strips were covered with 
steel matting. As soon as these strips 
were in condition to accommodate 
fighters and bombers, several groups 
moved into Gusap and Dumpu. Due 
to the soft ground in the valley no 



truck road was ever built; therefore 
all supplies necessary to keep fighters 
and bombers flying had to be brought 
in by our planes. Many times forward 
Australian patrols were without con­
tact with their home bases, Again 
Troop Carrier was called on to drop 
rations, medical supplies, and ammu­
nition so· that they could continue 
their fight. These missiohs were par­
ticularly interesting; in many cases 
they involved flying in narrow val­
leys and skimming close to moun­
tain ranges. When the patrols were 
located, parachutes with the critical 
supplies were dropped'. Municipal Airport-Lae. 

During- the first couple of months 
these valley missions were very exciting, as it was almost a daily occurrence that 
Jap fighters or bombers paid us visits. When the call of "bandits" or "bogies", 
(for enemy planes and unidentified aircraft) was in the air it was a matter of 
either getting clown on an airstrip in time or buzzing the tree tops or kunai 
grass. Many a time the planes would fly as low as six feet from the ground, 
mowing the kunai grass like an automatic lawn mower. 

It was on November 6th that Naclzab was first raided by enemy planes. Ten 
bombers escorted by six fighters, bombed Strip No. 1 and the fighter revetments. 
The transport strips were less than a mile distant. The Nadzab fighter patrol 
was out at the time of the attack, and that meant no opposition to the Nips. 
Some damage was caused during the raid, but not to our planes or men. One 
of our planes came in to land just as the enemy fighters came off from strafing 
the fighter strip. They made no passes at him, however, and he landed safely. 

The following morning the Japanese returned, but again the 433rd escaped clam­
age by bombing or strafing. This time the local fighter patrol was ready, and our 
planes attacked the enemy and downed 
fourteen of the eighteen Nip fighters 
and bombers. It was beautiful. 

As the air alert system at N adzab 
was improved and fighter protection 
strengthened, it retired to the tranquil­
ity of a rear base. Its place as an object 
of enemy attack was taken by Gusap, 
which was raided several times while 
our planes were on the ground there. 
In one raid two • 433rd planes were 
destroyed and three were damaged. 
Two crew members were wounded. 

During all this, we were still mak­
ing numerous trips from Lae to Nacl­
zab. Finally in January the engineers 
completed work on the road between 
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these two points. If some energetic 
native should dig deep enough in this 
roadbed after the war, he will prob­
ably find many two and a half ton 
truc~s buried. Vehicles disappeared 
in the quicksand during the construc­
tion work, and from then on they 
served as foundations for the road. 

On November 12th 1943 the 4331'cl 
became the largest Troop Carrier 
Group in the world. The 65th and 
66th Squadrons, with Major Marvin 
0. Calliham and Major Don \t\T. 
Smith as Commanding Officers, were 
assigned to the group. They had for­

merly been with the 403rd Group and came overseas a few months before us, 
and preceded us -by a month in arriving· at Nadzab. 

"N" FOR NADZAB 
WHEN tactical units under the command of the 54th Troop Carrier \t\Ting, to 
which the 433rd had been assigned, were alerted for the coordinated air attack 
on Nadzab on September 3rcl, they were given only one clay's respite from 
normal combat operations in which to rehearse the operation with paratroopers. 
Our planes, which had arrived shortly before, were assigned to the 375th Group 
and participated in the following clay's operation. It was on September 5th that 
a large formation of Troop Carrier planes took off from Port Moresby, accom­
panied by their fighter cover, and proceeded over the Owen Stanley Mountains 
to the Markham Valley. Under the direct supervision of General MacArthur, 
approximately 1500 officers and enlisted men of a parachute infantry regiment 
were dropped in the broad, level, kunai grass area near Nadzab airstrip. On the 
following clay Troop Carrier planes landed on the strip, carrying engineering 
personnel, who immediately started to work in order to make it an operational 
base for C-47 's. 

Thirty-six hours after the capture 
of Naclzab strip planes of the 433rd 
landed on its rough, rock-strewn sur­
face. During the following clays the 
transports shuttled back and forth, 
bringing in troops and supplies to 
Naclzab. The subsequent fall of Lae 
on September 16th is attributable in 
no small part to the activities of the 
Troop Carrier planes, part of which 
belonged to the 433rcl. 

As soon as the first squadron of the 
group, the 7oth, moved to Naclzab, it 
took over the administration of Strip 
No. 5, which had just been scooped 
out of the kunai grass by bulldozers. 
Prior to that our planes had landed 

Lower Lae Road. 
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on Strip No. 2 and found that strip 
short and too close to a one thousand 
foot mountain. Never has there been 
a dustier strip. In many instances it 
was so bad that the pilots could not 
see the wing tips of their planes. 

The new strip looked good to the 
pilots although it was very rough. 
Strip No. 5 was known far ancl wide 
as a tire-buster. Big stones seemed to 
grow out of the ground despite con­
stant clearing by the natives. Planes 
coming in with a speed of almost one 
hundred miles an hour had a rough 
time when hitting stones eight or ten 
inches in diameter. A pilot has to be good to avoid a ground loop when a tire 
blows. The taxi strip for No. 5 and .the revetments were in deplorable condition 
-full of ruts, holes, ·boulders. and other obstructions. Even under these condi­
tions the 7oth and the 67th, which joined it after a short time, performed 
valiantly. The operations for the strip were handled from a rickety old tower 
and an old, dirty grass shack. The origin of the shack is doubtful, but it could 
easily have been an old mission house. Inside the hut, with its leaky thatched 
roof, Group Operations, Intelligence, and Engineering performed their duties, 
which included cleaning tables of thick layers of dust. Intelligence personnel 
whipped out their maps and kept the enemy situation up to date so that everyone 
could see what was going on. 

The power for the tower and the building was furnished by a little gasoline 
engine that had to be filled every three hours, night and clay. The control tower 
operators, who had to mount the shaky ladder to reach their post, kept the 
planes from running into one another while landing. One of the biggest hazards 
was the wind, which would shift very suddenly and two planes often could be 
seen coming in to land from different directions. 

During the night the "C.Q." had a rough time on the line, with no lights, 
large rats, and eerie sounds making

the job a most unwelcome one for 
all. Alerts were frequent during 
those early days. As soon as an alert 
was sounded, somebody would run to 
the ack-ack control post near Oper­
ations to find where the "bandits" had 
been spotted. If they were close by, 
this message was relayed to Group 
Headquarters, which in turn notified 
the squadrons. Thus the men back 
in the area were prepared to clive 
into their foxholes if necessary. 
Warnings were also frequent; but 
since they meant merely that uniden­
tified planes were approaching we did 
not stop work. 

The men working on the line at 
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Strip No. 5 were quite uneasy during 
an alert, because of the parked planes 
in the nearby revetments and the run­
way itself providing a good target for 
enemy planes. Fortunately, much to our 
relief, the Japs skipped our little grass 
shack each time they came over. 

The trips during the early clays of our 
operating in the Markham Valley were 
short, either to Lae or Gusap. During 
this period it was not uncommon for a 
pilot to make as many as twelve trips 
during a short Hying day. In making 
that many take-offs and landings during 
one day there was the ever-present fear 
of a tire suddenly blowing. The strain 
on crew members was terrific. 

The flights of the "flying boxcars" are 
not as g-lamorous as those of their 
brothers, the fighters and bombers. How­
ever, in the overall picture there is con­
siderably more work connected with the 
Hyir;g of the C-47. Take-offs were always 
scheduled at first light, which usually 
meant that the stars were still shining 

Jungle! Rough, isn't it? when the planes roared clown the bumpy 
strips, and most of the time the last 

landings were . made with the aiel of landing lights. Operations usually lasted 
twelve or thirteen hours a clay, and since there were not enough personnel to 
have two shifts, most of the crews had to fly two out of every three clays. 

Until December, when the Lae-Naclzab Road was opened, the hauling con­
sisted mainly of steel matting, gasoline, and rations for Naclzab. Before the 
opening of the road almost everything which was brought to Nadzab was flown 
in by 433rcl planes. Lae was the Liberty ships' port and from there the "flying 
boxcars'' Hew their cargo into the valley. A common sight at Lae was a wing tip 
to wing tip line of twenty or more C-4 7's waiting for loads. If the J aps had been 
on the ball they could have wrecked our transport system for a week. However, 
our fighters were on constant patrol, and at no time did the J aps get through. 

The 7oth Squadron has the all-time record for a single Troop Carrier Squadron 
in hauling freight. For a long time the average weight hauled per clay was 
35o,ooo pounds. A record for a single clay's carrying was set when 512 ,ooo pounds 
were carried. Lt. Robert N. Smith hauled 67,ooo pounds in one clay. 

PIONEERING 
NADZAB is located approximately twenty miles west of Lae in the Markham 
Valley. It is a broad valley running in an east-west direction and in most places 
is ten miles wide. It is bordered on the north by the Finisterre and Saruwagecl 
Ranges and on the south by the Kratze Range, a continuation of the Owen Stanley 
Range. Through the southern part of this valley flows the broad, silted Mark· 
ham River, with its shallow water and numerous, ever-changing sand bars. From 
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the mountain ranges on the north several tributaries flow into the Markham, 
dividing the valley floor into sections. The valley, which is as flat as a table, is 
largely covered by kunai grass with small patches of jungle. However, the 
eighteen miles east to Lae are completely jungle-clad. 

The Markham Valley is one of the most beautiful valleys in the world. If it 
were not for the fact that it is located in such a lonely part of the world, it 
would draw tourists and sightseers in much larger numbers than the Shenandoah 
Valley. The tall, forest-covered mountains on both sides, extending down into 
grass-covered, precipitous foot-hills, display glorious colors in the early morning 
and late evening hours, when the low sun creates fantastic shadow effects on 
their sides. 

When the first scouting party for the 433rd, consisting of Major Mayer, 
Intelligence Officer, and Capt. Harley, Group Liaison Officer, arrived, very few 
outfits had moved into Nadzab. Therefore, they had an unlimited choice for a 
camp site. After scouting for several hours, they found a patch of woods up 
against the foot-hills on the northern side of the valley, close to the place where 
the Erap River flows out of the mountains. A small stream running out of the 
foot-hills furnished sufficient water to supply the whole group, and trees and 
foliage gave good concealment and shade to make life safe and as cool as pos­
sible. The general terrain was slightly sloping, providing good drainage, and 
was elevated a few feet above the rest of the valley. Being at the edge of the 
valley, it had a rather secluded outlook 
and therefore would not be bothered by 
dust from future roads. Due to the fore-
sight of the scouting party the 433rcl occu-
pied one of the best and coolest locations 
in the Naclzab Area. 

The aerial approach to the new area for 
the group was one worth remembering. 
Flying up the valley we seemed to be fly­
ing through a maze of valleys enclosed in 
one huge valley about ten miles across . 
Through these valleys the planes flew 
virtually at tree top level, skimming across 
knolls and statuesque solitary coconut 
palms, surrounded by kunai grass as tall 
and taller than a man. On the mountain 
sides we spotted a few native villages of 
three or four council houses of the Iroquois 
American Indian type. No natives were 
visible at any time. From the air the pano­
rama unfurled like a travelogue of the 
T ohnson Africa Series. The only thing miss­
ing was the giraffes. 

\'\lith the trip over the "hump" a thing 
of the past, and with all passengers still a 
little i!Teen around the gills from the 
thought of a forced landing somewhere 
along the way, we swung into a beautiful 
valley of multi greens and browns. 
Through the center of this flat country 
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we saw a sluggish, chocolate colored river wend its way. It was the Markham. 
The river was of varying degrees of breadth and contained grotesquely shaped 

sand bars running every which way through the water. The sand bars seemed to 
present an effective barrier to keep the river from being navigable by anything 
larger than a skiff. From the air the river reminded us of the lower delta country 
in Louisiana. 

Off to one side we spotted a rough outline of a strip with bulldozers and 
graders rumbling up and down. As we continued to circle, hugging the valley 
rim, we spotted a narrow metal strip with P-4o's and P-3g's in the revetments. 
Our circle grew smaller, and then directly before us lay a stone-covered strip 
with a semi-circle of revetments off to each side. 

Down we came and made a smooth landing despite boulders and small mounds 
of dirt. We taxied to the left, and as soon as the pilot was behind the previous 
ship to land he cut his engines. The crew chief opened the hatch, lowered the 
steps, and out we went-men, barracks bags, boxes, carbines, cots, etc. We car­
ried all our belongings off the taxiway on to the grass; no sooner were we out 
of the way than our planes were once more headed back to Moresby. 

With the planes gone we were left in a place which seemed to be deserted 
except for the airstrip alongside of us, 
and a column of bluish-gray smoke ris­
ing fwm ·the distant foot-hills. With 
nothing to do and no transportation 
visible, we began to rummage through 
the area in search of anything we could 
find. 

We discovered several well concealed 
foxholes, dug in a zigzag design, and a 
few grass-covered lean-to's. The domin­
ating features of these emplacements 
were the "K" and "C" ration cans splat­
tered around. In one of the thatched 
huts we found a Jap shell casing which 
someone had started to cut down to ash 
tray size. In this same hut we found the 
inevitable-a pin-up. 

After a couple of hours we got that old 
feeling. Then and there we decided to 
dig into the cans of pork and beans, 
meat and vegetable stew, and "K'' 
rations that were distributed to us at 
Warwick Farm. Our stomachs full, and 
the huts providing shelter from the 
sweltering sun, we were ready to stay 
for the night. But, this was not to be, 
because Lt. Enochs drove up in a two 
and a half ton truck plus a cloud of 
dust, ariel we piled on, headed for our 
new home in the jungle. 

We headed in the general direction of 
the smoke column. We rode down the 
taxiway for a quarter of a mile or so 

[so] 



until we came to an intersection where we skidded to our left. This trail led 
straight for the foot-hills. Few of us have ever seen a more corkscrewed road 
than this original Strip No. 5 road. The mud through which we plowed ·was 
never less than two feet deep, and it was a lovely, satiny, smooth mixture. This 
trail, about a mile and a half in length,_ took the side-swaying truck about three­
quarters of an hour to traverse. About halfway down we met a jeep coming 
straight for us. We had to pull off to one side because no one in his right mind 
bucks a jeep; the width of the track between the two fields of man-sized kunai 
grass was quite small. At long last we made a right turn, and the truck stopped 
and backed into a solid wall of jungle. "Here we are fellows" said Lt. Enochs. 
But "Ye Gods", what a spot it was. We could not see two feet in front of us 
through the trees, grass, vines, and leaves. 

We unloaded the truck, throwing everything right into the foliage, and the 
truck took off. The first sig·ht of the jungle in which we had to pitch camp 

·was disheartening·. When people talk about jungle they think of an impene­
trable wilderness; we know from experience that they are right. Trees and 
undergrowth are dense; vines hang down from all the trees and cover the 
ground. Some vines, covertd by thorns, impede a man's progress and tear his 
clothes. The long hanging vines, called lawyer, are a great bother to jungle

traffic, but they are extremely useful as 
binding material. 

We piled out of the truck and headed 
for the 7oth mess, where we had a 
snappy meal of pork and beans and hot 
mud, sometimes jokingly called coffee. 
Then we really got down to brass tacks. 
What there were of us split into groups 
of four and five, and thus were estab­
lished the futi.1re ·residents of each tent. 
Major Baird gave the · instructions as to 
where we were allowed to pitch the 
pyramidal tents that were given to us, 
and everyone went to work with a will. 

The clearing of the twenty foot square 
area for each tent took about three-quar-
ters of an hour. Five men with axes, 
machetes, shovels, and what have you did 
the job. The setting up of the tents was 
accomplished quickly, and we put our 
bags, guns, and the cots we carried up 
from Brisbane, into the tents and 
started to make ourselves at home. Each 
tent was surrounded by a solid wall of 
jungle with just a foot path, hardly vis­
ible in the moonlight, leading from tent 
to tent. 

The first night very few of the men 
slept an untroubled sleep. We had 
heard a story about a cook being killed 
by a Jap while out in the 7oth latrine, 
and there were other rumors about the 
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enemy stealing food from our mess halls, getting in the early morning chow 
lines, etc. This was a new treatment for us. We were used to that old Army 
welcome, "You'll be sorry." Practically every man slept with his carbine near by, 
and no one laughed about it. Throughout the night we heard shots, and it was 
believed the J aps were in the hills behind us. 

In reality, according to the Intelligence maps, . the forward patrol line was 
about eight miles north of Nadzab, but there were Aussie troops just a few 
miles to the north of us who were supposed to guard against any infiltrating 
moves by the wily enemy. 

The first morning details were handed out, and the least desirable was K.P., 
which someone had to pull at the 7oth. Mr Rausch was put in charge of a detail 
to build us a latrine. Sgt. Ingram was charged with setting up a shower. The first 
day we had used the one belonging to a detachment of the 842nd Engineers who 
were camped next to us. These boys had worked their way up to this area over­
land after landing at Lae. They were very helpful in giving us advice about the 
best and most practicable ways of doing things in our new jungle home. 

Capt. Harley and Lt. Scott took charge of a lumbering detail which included 
our 1st Sgt., Miller Keith, and a bunch of other men. This detail was gone all 
day, and sandwiches were brought out to them on the then extreme end of the 
Lae Road, which was in the process of being built by the engineers in order 
to give Nadzab an overland road to the sea. In Nadzab we could not go to the 
lumber yard when 2 x 4 was needed. We had to go out in the woods and cut 
the trees. When we were lucky we would get one third of the lumber milled 

from the logs. 
Major McNeil took charge of a group of men and started clearing an area 

for the headquarters building. Capt. Stokely and the Communications boys 
(McAninch, Bohn, Carson, Treich, Gentry, and Rampil) started to set up tele­
phone lines between the squadrons and a central switchboard in the head­
quarters area. This switchboard was called "Famous". Brady made sure that it 
was heard throughout the area. These men had never done any of this work 
before, but a creditable job was done. A small generator was made to work after 

Lt. Revlett and his dam. 
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a great deal of labor, and light was provided for the two pyramidal tents that 
made up headquarters and Communications. · 

Other details were found to keep the men busy. Little by little trees were 
felled, vines and grass cut, and shrubbery cleared, until finally light was able to 
penetrate to the area. Then came the hard work of making the concrete floors. All 
of us have the right to join the concrete mixers'. union, and Major McNeil, Bartel, 
Whitley, and St. John can hope for honorary membership. Major McNeil took 
half of the men and started work on the headquarters building, with Col. Guile 
and Major Mayer taking the other half and beginning our mess hall. Both 
buildings were completed in a short while, with cement floors. The mess hall 
was roofed with galvanized steel sheets, and headquarters building was roofed 
with cut kunai grass by a group of natives loaned to us by the A,N.G.A.U. 
organization. Number one boy Tommy Taber, a native of the vVabash State, was 
in charge of the natives. 

Some of the early jeep trips we took across the valley to see a movie were 
harrowing experiences. '1\Te wondered, whether we would ever find the way back 
to our camp area, for the roads were very winding and getting lost was a simple 
matter. Cpl. "Frenchy'' Theriot always gave the boys something to shout about 
with his driving. Soon a makeshift screen was set up about twenty feet in front 
of the headquarters building, and we began to have nightly movies. The shows 
were highly appreciated, but they had the annoying feature of being interrupted 
by one of two things, either the inexperienced handling of the machine by Special 
Services or the nightly reel alerts, to which we were becoming accustomed. The 
Communications tent was a gathering spot each night after the show because 
it contained the Special Services radio. Our favorite comedienne was Madame 
Tokyo, who nightly warned us to leave the valley because we were to be wiped 
off the map the next clay by the Imperial Air Force. • 

Ask any soldier what he wants most, after chow, and he will say it is a 
shower after a hot, sweaty clay in the sun, jungle, clust, and mud. Nadzab had 
its share of all four, with plenty to spare. Before our arrival in the area the 
engineers had set up a clam to take care of their needs. But, with the arrival 
of the '1733rcl, the clam could not provide enough water for all of us. Details were 

' 

Whew! There's your new dam. We built it and eat in it. 
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sent by the squadrons, and under the guidance of Col. Guile a dam big enough 
to provide water for all was constructed. Our water system has been the best in 
the valley since then, with the exception of a three day period in May when the 
dam was washed away during a heavy rainstorm. A shower was built early in 
November and others were built in succeeding months. Drinking water was 
never a problem as our water tank was filled e_ach day and chlorinated under 
the direction of the medics. Cpl. Gilboe and Sgt. Shupp were the chlorine boys. 

Just as our endeavors were really beginning to show results, the Japs came. 
'"'"e experienced our first enemy air raid on November 6th. It came early in the 
morning while we were working on our squadron area. When we heard the alert 
signal, three shots in rapid fire, we thought it was just another false alarm. The 
previous clay a J ap reconnaissance plane had come over and took pictures for 
about fifteen minutes without having a shot fired at it or having any interception 
made on it by our missing figl1ter patrols. But this alert was the real McCoy, 
for ten bombers escorted by six fighters appeared overhead. 

As the planes circled before making their bombing run, many of us ran out 
into the clearing to see what we could. This was the action of an inexperienced 
group. We had been warned by our neighbors, the engineers, to hit the foxholes 
when an alert was sounded; but there we were out in the open, trying to give the 
Nips a good target. The bombers started their run, and we watched with amaze­
ment as they made their way in. 'N"hen the first bombs hit there was a mad 
scramble for the Communications pit, and a few of us got our heads slightly 
dented by diving bodies. We laid one on top of the other and huddled closer as 
each succeeding bomb struck. Here were a scared bunch of men! 

When we sighted the Jap planes flying high overhead we wondered where 
our fighter patrols were. Then, when four planes approached our area at a 
low altitude, someone made the remark, "Ah, here come our P-3g's". But as 
the planes passed over the area, the reel ball markings of the enemy were spotted 
on the wings. We thanked our lucky stars that the enemy did no more than 
look at us, perhaps thinking of a future attack upon our area. The only damage 
that had been caused was clown near the airstrips themselves. 

Ye Olde Dispensary and Dentale-shoppe. Gentry and the "nerve center". 
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After the raid we climbed out of the pit, kidded each other, and went back to 
work. Many foxholes were completed before the end of the clay, and the few 
shovels we had were in constant use. 

According to the consensus of opinion, J ap Intelligence now knew the exact 
location of the 433rcl and was only waiting for us to complete our buildings before 
sending planes to wipe us off the map. The following day the Japs came over again 
and delayed our breakfast until almost noon and thus kept us under cover 
another full clay. A few of the bolder, or foolhardy, men went out to get a better 
view of the proceedings, but most stayed close enough to their foxholes to get 
back in a hurry. It was an interesting sight to see our fighters rise to meet the 
enemy. All that could be seen for awhile were the dogfights and the white 
streams of vapor trails left behind the diving and twisting planes. But soon the 
falling forms of many burning enemy planes were sighted. When the remainder 
of the Nip aircraft had fled , our fighters did their victory rolls. By this time we 
had made up our minds that life in Nadzab was just going to be "hell on earth", 
and we wondered why we had been especially chosen to be the dead heroes. 

Througl~ all this the E.M. messed with the 7oth Squadron. When the officers 
found out that the 6gth had an t:xcellent mess,. thanks to the mess officer, Lt. 
Holden, former chief supervisor of the culinary features of the Hotel New 
Yorker, they joined up with them. Everyone, from Col. Guile clown to the buck 
privates, sweated out the chow lines in those days. 

After our mess hall was completed, Group Headquarters, the dispensary, and 
the chapel started to take form. 

The natives were especially interesting to us in our early clays in New Guinea. 
We eagerly watched them in their work, using vines or split pandanus roots to 
bind the grass to the rafters of the buildings. Small, black, and woolly haired, 
they are a proud and happy people. Their only dress is a colorful (often red) 
laplap, which is a long piece of cloth fastened at the waist in the form of a skirt. 
As ornaments they have a brightly colored flower or some feathers stuck in their 
hair or perhaps a bracelet on their arm. In the morning they are usually quite 
energetic, but not so after lunch, when they eat their quite varied food. The 
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main part of the meal is boiled rice, served on a large leaf; grub worms or little 
lizards are sometimes an added delicacy. Seasoning is provided by combing the 
lice from their hair into the rice. It should be added that they also eat such 
things as yams, potatoes, and various fruits-bananas, breadfruit, mangoes, and 
coconuts. One of their favorite desserts is tooth paste or shaving cream. 

Although the natives appear to be working slowly, they accomplish a great 
deal. Their labor seems to be without: much effort. However, after lunch their 
energy declines, as they begin to chew the drug-like betel nut with the added 
flavoring extracted from a g·ourd. They often get so dopey that it is difficult to 
get much work out of them. By late afternoon they are all spitting red, and the 
work definitely comes to an encl. 

During the construction process of the area, the one man who probably 
deserved the most individual credit was our Chaplain. Despite the fact that 
Chaplain Orr and his able assistant, Sgt. Malcuit, were furnished next to nothing 
in the way of manpower, they rapidly 
built one o( the finest chapels to be 
found in New Guinea. ·with small 
details of men from the squadrons, 
and the help of a few natives who 
put on the roof, the chapel reached 
completion in a short time. ·we really 
felt proud when we saw the completed 
product. The first Su nclay ther_e was a 
full house. 

Life down on the line, along Strip 
No. 5, was not very pleasant. In the 

first place it vvas a one and a half 
mile jeep ride from our area to the 
strip. That ride was either very dusty 

or very muddy, depending on the 
weather of the previous twenty-four 

hours. Down ?n the strip itself we 
spent our time in the little, old, de­

crepit grass shack that must have been 
built for missionaries. VVhen it rained 

we got soaked, for the roof was no 
longer water resistant. During dry 
weather the planes covered the office 
with a thick layer of dust as they 

moved down the taxiways or took off 
(rom the strip. 13ut in spite of our 
difficu lties we managed all right. The 
control tower was primitive; the 
Operations shack was primitive; and 
the airstrip was primitive. But this 
was New Guinea and not Laurinburg­

Maxton.

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BRINGING UP THE REAR 
THE rear echelon, which was left behind at Brisbane, had a rugged time of it. 
On October 3oth it was separated from the main body of the group which went 
on to New Guinea. During the next two weeks the men of the rear echelon 
policed the areas left by the squadrons and sorted and stacked the heavy equip­
ment boxes. When this group was left behind they thought they would have a 
chance to enjoy further Australian hospitality. That pleasure was short lived 
however, as they only had two brief visits to town before their time was fully 
taken up by work. 

The boat on which they were to come to New Guinea was an old Dutch coastal 
cargo vessel. Docked next to Liberty ships in Brisbane harbor it looked like a 
rowboat. The men boarded her on November 11th, and. as usual, it rained. 

When people think of the Dutch they usually imagine everything meticul-

ously clean. However, the men in our 
group know that all Dutchmen are not 
like that. The ship had its face cleaned 
every day, but below the surface it was 
never cleaned. The result was that the 
hold, in which our men were supposed to 
sleep, was filthy and smelled like a fish 
cannery. The fumes from the engine were 
not very pleasant either. After the first 
night on board nearly everyone moved 
his cot to the top deck and used a shelter­
half for protection against the nf'ver­
failing rain. 

The trials and tribulations started on 
tl1e second clay of the voyage. A sudden 
tropical storm suddenly beat up the 
waters of the Coral Sea and made the 
little freighter act like a floating match 
box. The ship had a clearance of only 
six feet, and as the waves built up to 
twenty or thirty feet it acted more like 
a submarine than a surface vessel. It was 
a pale bunch of fellows who survived 
that first storm. 

Anybody who had been on board the 
"West Point' ' thought that the food on 
it was the limit of culinary deficiency. 
They were mistaken; the mess on the 
Dutch boat beat the "W'est Point" by a 
long shot. Bully beef in the raw and hard 
Lack were on the menu twice a day. 
Thanksgiving was celebrated with only 
one meal of bully beef! 

In the beginning of the voyage the 
escort consisted of P-38 's until the ship 
joined a convoy which was protected by 
destroyers and corvettes. Closing in on 
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Milne Bay, the convoy split up and each boat continued on by itself. Most of 
them pulled into Milhe Bay while the ship our men were on continued on to 
Oro Bay. On November 25th the men went ashore in "ducks". 

Again the rear echelon had a tough break. Instead of being able to rest up a 

little after the very unpleasant voyage, they were immediately put on details by 
the base section of the transient camp. They worked at the post office, where 
they had a chance to fish out some of the Christmas packages belonging to our 
unit. And they also dug wells, unloaded boats, worked in lumber camps, and 
did many other odd jobs. It was a tough time, but the worst part of the situation 
was in going without mail from October 28th to December 10th, when some was 
brought down from Nadzab. 

The tents occupied by our rear echelon were next to the road running parallel 
to the beach. Therefore, it was but a short distance to a good swim in the ocean. 
One oi the unique things about Oro Bay was the latrines, which were built out 
over the water, native style. However, sometimes on stormy clays the flushing of 
the toilets was a 1 i ttle too vigorous. The showers were crude too. If a fellow 
wanted to take a shower by himself he first had to dip out the water from a 

well, then balance himself while going up the ladder with the bucket, pour it 
in the container, and then run like the dickens to get under the shower before, 
the last drop had run out. This procedure had to be repeated when the unfor­
tunate "Joe" had to rinse the soap ofT. 

Finally our planes started to arrive at Oro Bay from Naclzab, and with each 
plane-load went personnel and equipment. On .January 10, 1944 the last of the 
men were moved to Nadzab.

65th TROOP CARRIER SQUADRON 
THE passing of 30 June 1944 saw the termination of one momentous year of 
overseas service, in active combat areas, for the 65th Troop Carrier Squadron. 
Our unit has been fortunate to share in the glory, the toil, the hardships, the 
dangers, and the victories which have attended the forward march of our arms 
in New Guinea during this period. It is with pride that we realize that our 
term of service has been concurrent with the ebbing of the flood of Nipponese 
conquest, that we have participated, and contributed to the Allied advance from 
Port Moresby to Cape Sansapor. 

In this time, the 65th took part in the dropping of paratroopers in the Mark­
ham Valley, in addition to the far less glamorous, but vital, task of hauling 
freight and personnel over terrain impassable to overland travel. Recently, 
General Ennis C. Whitehead, Commanding General of the Fifth Air Force, 
commended the Troop Carriers, and credited them with making possible the 
rewinning of Wakde Island. Occasionally, we are able to witness concretely the 
value of our contribution. One of our planes, cooperating with other Troop 
Carrier units, recently saved a severed element of the infantry in the recent 
flare-up of fighting· along the Drini·umor River by dropping supplies and ammu­
nition, when the Jap 18th Army under General Hatazo Adachi attempted to 
escape the noose which is inexor:;tbly squeezing out their evil lives. Performing 
the above in the face of combat conditions, we feel that the 65th has made a 
remarkable record of safety and excellent maintenance. It is worth pointing 
out that our unit has hauled 59,799,o76 pounds of freight. 

All this has exacted its toll. We have paid the price of lost comrades and 
aircraft. At Tsili Tsili W jO. Chick Lagana, Sgt. Harvey Boone, and Pfc. Philip 
Gaylo lost their lives in a bombing attack. Our other losses were sustained in 
the two fatal accidents suffered by the 65th. In the first crash, Lt. Paul A. Bishop

and Jerry E. Reeves, and SISgts. Edgar A. Jones and Carl A. Laughery. Other 
overseas losses clue to death were Lt. Harry D. Fisher and Cpl. Milton G. Bloom. 

Our operations have been successful because of the high degree of leadership 
and skill displayed by our Commanding Officer, Major Marvin 0. Calliham, of 
Conway, Texas, and his staff of Officers, who have ably organized and inspired 
the Enlisted Men under them to the utmost effort. This staff includes Captains 
Vernon E. Guess, Executive Officer; Burnell B. Marzolf, Adjutant; Lt. \t\Tilliam 
R. McGough, Navig'ator and Censor; and department heads Captains Malcolm 
J. Long, Jr., Operations; Carl W. Anders, Engineering; Donald G. Anderson, 
Transportation; Laurence 0. Fasoldt, flight surgeon; Lts. Joe L. Hill, Jr., Para­
chute; Charles ]. 'Rice, Communications; Gerald H. Farrell, Supply and 
Chemical Warfare; Bernerd C. Mann, Mess; and Russell L. Sturzebecker, 
Special Services.

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THE G6th Troop Carrier 
Squadron was activated at 
Bowman Field, Kentucky, 12 
December 1942, less than six 
months after the formation 
of the 1st Troop Carrier 
Command. From there, how­
ever, it was destined to go to 
the Army Air Base, Alliance, 
Nebraska, for its initial period 
of operation; and on 18 De­
cember Private Kreeger , the 
first member, arrived alone 
at the first home base. On the 
23rcl Captain Don Smith, 
later to become lieutenant­
colonel and to be transferred 
from the unit while overseas, 
assumed command, relieving 
First Lieutenant Don Woods, 
who reassumed command in 
January 1944 and sometime 
thereafter beca'me a major. 
Other officers who were as­
signed to the unit during 
those bleak d.ays in Alliance 
and have remained through­
out the period of overseas 
operations are: 2nd Lieu­
tenants Ralph Osborne, 
George McGee, James Me Gil­
livray, \t\Tilliam Ketchersid, 
and Marvin Cox, all of whom 
were later to attain the rank 
of Captain. It was through the 
vigor and initiative of these 
officers, with a small nucleus 
of enlisted men, that a 
smoothly functioning organiz­
ation was made possible. Al­
ready by the end of 1942 the 
framework had been set up. 

Primary work in January 
1943 was the gradual reas­
signment of personnel and 
the organizing of the various 
depai·tments. On the 16th the 
squadron received its first 
C-47, and on the following 
clay the first official flight was 
made from the home base. 
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This was the beginning of a 
long line of biscuit bombers, 
destined to fill the skies of 
New Guinea, transporting 
supplies to troops. By 4 Feb­
ruary the squadron had four 
planes, and two clays later 
one of these was engaged in 
the first trial test in the tow­
ing of gilders. This test was 
fairly successful, and the 
glider was in the air three 
times that clay. Not all the 
month, however, was devoted 
to work, for on the 4th the 
first social beer party was 
held-the first of a long series 
of busts where the fellows, 
mellowed by 3.2, were to join 
in song until the culminating 
party in Fort Vhyne, Indiana. 
Though stag affairs, these 
were heart-warming occasions, 
during which both officers 
and men could be brought 
together, developing that 
understanding which proved 
so fruitful later when every­
one was bound by the com­
mon bond of danger in a war 
zone. 

March was a month of un­
favorable weather conditions, 
and on more than one occa­
sion the planes had to be 
grounded because of blinding 
snow storms and sub-zero 
weather. On the night of the 
sth the thermometer drop­
ped to 34 o below zero. On 
the 16th high winds of great 
force threatened to destroy 
the gliders all of which had 
to be tied down; yet in spite 
of this precaution, several 
broke loose and were wrecked . 
The first edition of ProjJ 
Wash, the squadron news­
paper, was printed on the 
13th; and until January 1944 
this paper continued to ap-

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pear weekly with few interruptions. The first maneuvers in which the planes 
participated began on the 17th, and they worked in conjunction with airborne 
units. For sometime it seemed evident that the squadron would be primarily 
engaged in the transporting of these troops and in the dropping of paratroops; 
but actually the squadron was gradually to become devoted principally to trans­
porting supplies. On the 22nd the first formation of gliders over the base was 
witnessed. Four days later practice runs were made for paratroop jumps, and 
on the 27th the first paratroop exhibition was held; even "Geronimo", the clog 
mascot made a successful jump. 

April 1 was the beginning of additional maneuvers with paratroops, and on 
the 4th the advanced echelon left for North Platte, Nebraska, where squadron 
maneuvers were to be held for four days. This was our first and only attempt 
to live "in the field' ' in preparation for overseas service; and though the training 
was limited, it was at least a satisfactory experiment in adapting the men to 
adverse living conditions. During· those maneuvers we were raided by planes of 
the 65th Troop Carrier Squadron in a simulated gas and bomb attack. We prac­
ticed dispersal of troops for the defense of our area and landing field. Some of 
the men camouflaged our equipment and area; others dug foxholes and slit 
trenches. On the last night three of our planes "attacked" North Platte during a 
practice blackout and dropped Hour sack bombs. The remainder of the month, 
after our return to Alliance, was devoted to routine operations and work on the · 
firing range. On the 27th after hasty preparations the advanced echelon departed 
by air for Pope Field, North Carolina, and on the last day of the month the

entire squadron left by train for the new station, 
arriving on 3 May. On two occasions during the 
month our planes took part in maneuvers with 
paratroops. 

June was a month of preparations for overseas 
departure. Insurance and allotments had to be 
checked. Dental surveys and physical examinations 
were held. A thorough inspection of all technical 
training was made. All glider pilots and mech­
anics . were transferred from the squadron, and 
from that time we were no longer assigned gliders. 
The last few clays at Pope Field were concentrated 
upon familiarizing the men with safeguarding 
military information. On the 14th the advanced 
echelon left for Baer Field, Fort vVayne, Indiana; 
and four clays later the entire squadron was trans­
ported by air to its new base, the final staging 
area. Most of the time there was spent in clothing 
showdowns, classification checks, extensive physical 
training, and crating and packing of squadron 
equipment. By the end of the month our planes 
for overseas began arriving, and by 5 July they 
had been inspected and properly equipped for de­
parture. Our last squadron party, where both 
officers and enlisted men accompanied by their 
wives and sweethearts gathered, was a fitting fare­
well.

On 5 July the air echelon departed for Hamilton Field, California, and on the 

13th the ground echelon left by train for Camp Stoneman, California, port of 

embarkation. Having arrived there, for seven feverish days we hiked, held gas 

drills, turned in all overages in clothing, checked out impregnated protective 
clothing, practiced abandoning ship, took physicals, and packed our "A" and 

"B" bags. On that fateful day of 25 .July, we fell in with full pack and marched 

through the little town of Pittsburgh, where we boarded a pleasure boat of pre­

war clays, from which we were transferred to an old Hawaiian ship at San Fran­

cisco. 'Ve set sail beneath the Golden Gate the next day, threw pennies into 

the water for good luck, and wondered what the future was to hold. Those 

were long, hot days upon the calm Pacific, devoted to reading, games, boxing 

matches, movies, and music furnished by the ship's orchestra. Upon crossing 

the equator, King Neptune held his court, initiating all "pollywogs" and "land­

lubbers'' into the worthy club of "trusty shellbacks". Strange things were said 

and clone under an equatorial sun. On 16 August we clocked at Brisbane, Aus­

tralia, from whence we were transported by truck to Amberley Field at Ipswich. 

1t was not long· before members of the ground crew began to leave by plane for 

Port Moresby, and on 12 September the remainder of the squadron set sail again, 

this time destined for New Guinea. By the 19th the air and ground echelons 
had rejoined. 

The itinerary of the air echelon, which had begun on 5 July, had ended at 

Port Moresby on the 25th. Only three days later our planes participated in their 

first mission overseas-a drop in the Mubo Valley area. For those first few weeks 

the air echelon was under the supervision and direction of the 21st Troop Car­

rier Squadron, which took our planes on their first extended mission on 4 

August; the objective~ however, was not reached because of the presence of Jap 

fighters in the vicinity. Our next mission was on the 6th; our planes made 'trips 

to Goodenough Island and one to the Trobriancls. Our first accident occurred 

on the 10th when one of our planes having collided with another transport in 
mid-air, was forced to crash-land in the jungles. On the 11th we made our first 

flight to Tsili Tsili, where for more than a month the Japs bombed and strafed. 
On several occasions our planes, destined for Tsili Tsili, were forced to turn 
back because of enemy raids. 

On 5 September all our planes successfully participated in the dropping of 
paratroops in the Markham Valley; no planes were lost in this operation. On 

the 13th we landed for the first time in the Valley, and on the 25th our air 

echelon moved into this new area, which was to be our first overseas station. By 
1 October all the squadron had been transported by air to the new base. 

Operations during October became extensive, and even by the 12th our planes 

had hauled as much as 34g,ooo pounds of equipment in a single clay. Dumpu, 

which was opened on the gth, was to be our primary destination for many

months, and transport service played a vital part in bringing the campaign in 
the Ramu Valley to a successful conclusion. There was one air-raid during the 

month; enemy planes attacked on the 16th. 

The largest Jap raid, in which nineteen planes participated, occurred on 
7 November. Because of enemy interception one of our planes was forced to 
make a crash-landing on the 9th, and two men were wounded by strafing. As 
the line of battle gradually receded with the occupation of Lae in September, 
Finschhafen in October, and the landings at Cape Gloucester in December and 

Saidor in January, our operations proceeded without interference by the enemy, 
and no other planes were destroyed as a result of enemy action. Two men, how­
ever, were lost by accident. The last enemy raid , a strafing attack by eight Tony's, 

occurred on 15 January 1944-

By the end of March 1944 one of our pla·nes had participated in a Hight to 
Momote on Los Negros Island in the Admiralties. By April with the gradual 
increase in the amount of organizational equipment hauled it became increas­

ing~ly clear that the most essential task of transports was to be the moving of 
airborne units. During· May the air echelon was on detached service at Tadji 

for twenty-one days, engaged in hauling supplies to Hollandia to relieve the 
emergency in that area. It was through the cooperation of troop carrier units 
such as this one that the complete occupation of Hollandia was accomplished. 
Flights during July extended as far north as Kamiri strip on Noemfoor Island, 

and by August our planes had landed at Sansapor, the northernmost captured 
\ 

base in New Guinea. 

Squadron accomplishments have been in keeping with the rapid progress of 
the war, which was accelerated at about the time we arrived overseas. On 

30 November 1943, 40o,ooo pounds of equipment were hauled in a single day. In 
December our planes completed 2,184 missions, exceeding all other squadrons 

in the 433rd Troop Carrier Group. The month of March 1944 witnessed the 
largest amount of freight yet hauled by any unit in New Guinea-a total of 
7,936,ooo pounds. By August, because of the extension of flights, the ton-mileage 
had increased to 611,285. Though a "bastard" squadron, we had established an 
enviable record and in the period of a year had been able to make a definite 
contribution to the successful conclusion of the New Guinea cam paig·n, which 
is virtually ended.

67th TROOP CARRIER SQUADRON 

THE 67th, like the other three original squadrons, came into existence at Flor­

ence, South Carolina, and was led through the period of growing pains by Major 
Erwin Baird, Jr., who was universally admired and liked by all. At Baer Field, 

as the 67th was preparing to leave for the Combat Zone to play its part in 
"Rolling Toward Tokio", Major Baird went to Group as Executive Officer, and 
Major Willie C. Head, Jr., took over the leadership of the squadron. The air 

echelon of the 67th was the first of Group to fly across to the Combat Zone, and 
made the long trip without any mishaps. It was immediately launched, after a 
brief orientation period, into performing those activities for which the Troop 
Carrier Command has justly gained fame and glory in the Southwest Pacific 

Area. 

The 67th with other units contributed by air transport its part to the success 

of the campaigns in this theater. It flew personnel, supplies, and equipment, and 

dropped vital emergency supplies to the spots where thev were urgently needed. 
It evacuated wounded from t}1e relatively primitive conditions of the front line 

to modern, roomy hospitals far in the rear. 

The success of all campaigns in the interior of New Guinea, as measured by 
time and speed, can be attributed in a large measure to Troop Carrier planes. 

Without their efficient operation and the skill and perseverance of the pilots, the 
campaigns because of the forbidding terrain, lack of roads, and unfavourable 

weather, might have covered a period of years instead of weeks and months. 

In the prosecution ot this work, during its first year overseas, the squadron 

established an impressive record. In the twelve months from September 1, 1943, 
to Aug·ust 31, 1944, its pilots flew 10,017 combat missions. Its planes carried 
so,o6o,561 pounds of passengers and freight. In making 17,804 trips, they 

travelled 2,298,457 miles, sufficient to encircle the globe 92 times. 

On certain missions the 67th played a unique and interesting role. In support 
of the Australian advance up the Markham Valley, 67th_ planes, in a special 
two-clay mission, in September, ferried reinforcements from Naclzab to Kaiapit. 
When the planes arrived, the Australian patrol line, and hence the opposing 
Japanese, was just beyond the far end of the runway. The Australian troops 
desc.ended from the planes and walked clown the strip into the fight. Even before 
the airstrips at Momote in the Admiralty Islands and Mokmer on Biak Island 

were taken, they were visited by a B-17 assigned to the 69th Troop Carrier 
Squadron to drop ammunition and supplies. Two members of the 67th, T jSgts. 
Donald Sanford and Robert McCullough, were gunners on the dropping mis-
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sion to Momote. An attacking Tony was shot clown by the plane, and the Jap 
lines were strafed to aiel in the recovery of the ammunition which had been 
dropped on the no-man's-lancl of the air strip. On the mission to Biak in which 
7,ooo pairs of badly needed shoes were dropped, Captain C. J. Beck and Captain 
Collas G. Harris were co-pilot and observer. The 67th pioneered the Troop 
Carrier flights into Taclji and Hollanclia. The three 67th planes which skirted 
enemy anti-aircraft positions to land at Tadji were the first large planes to land 

there, having been preceded by two P-38's, one of them Major Bong's. Captain 
C. J. Beck was co-pilot and Captain Harris an observer on an epochal flight in 
a C-47 to the Cyclops airstrip at Hollandia just a few clays after its capture. 
They spent the night trying to sleep to the tune of constant machine gun and 
mortar fire. The trip was made primarily to ascertain the conditions of the strip 
and the availability of parking facilities. Conditions being satisfactory, a large 
Troop Carrier armada was led by the 67th into Cyclops on the day following 

the return of the pioneer ship. 

In its overseas career, the 67th encountered the hazard; of enemy attack. Planes 
of the squadron, when on the ground at forward bases, were on numerous occa­
sions bombed and strafed by enemy planes. In each case 67th personnel and 

planes were unscathed. During a Japanese strafing raid on Nadzab, Lt. James R. 
Metcalf was in flight circling on the approach to land, and was shot at by two 

Tonys which he eluded by inspired evasive action. On several missions along 
the northern coast of New Guinea, squadron planes were subjected, with neglig­
ible damage, to enemy anti-aircraft fire. The only losses of planes and, in two 
instances, of combat crews, were through accident. 

The personnel of the 67th is as representative a group of average Americans 
as could be found. The destiny of the squadron is in the capable hands of Major 

Willie C. Head, Jr., who left his work as a school principal to enlist in his 
country's defence. His impartial fairness and consideration for the welfare of 

those under his command contributes to the respect and popularity which he 

enjoys. 

Captain George E. Carpenter, Jr., who had been before his enlistment a dis­
play specialist, is Executive Officer and, during the absence of the Squadron 
Commander, competently assumes the leadership of th~ unit. Captain Irvin E. 
Ebaugh, Squadron Adjutant, combines friendliness and firmness. ·with quiet 
unobtrusiveness cloaking· a whimsical humor, he handles effectively the multi­
farious problems and functions of the Orderly Room and Personnel Department. 
His experience in civilian life, where he was connected with the Maryland State 

Headquarters for Selective Service, proved of value in carrying out his duties. 

Captain Collas G. Harris brought with him into the Army the enthusiasm, 
energy, resiliency, and executive ability which had advanced him in civil life

No one will forget the experiences of our first year overseas. New members of 
the squadron, arriving from the States, have been deluged with tales of the 
clays when things were really toug·h in New Guinea. 

The somewhat inexperienced crews of the air echelon soon found in those 
fir~t hectic weeks at Port Moresby, that operation from the short, narrow strips, 
which invariably had a cross wind, was far different from operations on long 
concrete runways. After spending several months in training with gliders and 
paratroopers, many of the pilots were quite disappointed to find that their 
acLiYiLies would be limited to cargo hauling, but they soon got over that. Loads 
carried were limited only by the size of the plane. Many times, pilots have 
wondered who calculated the weight of a load as the plane settled perceptibly 
closer to the ground while crews continued to load more crates. 

\ 'Vith the arrival of the ground echelon and the selection of a permanent 
area, living conditions began to improve. Being· one of the first operational 
units to be stationed at Naclzab, we have witnessed its growth to a mighty air­
base, and remaining here have watched its decline as new advances have made 
it a rear area. 

The many months we have remained in the same place have made possible 
the building and enjoyment of an extensive area. Large well built administra­
tion buildings and comfortable living quarters were soon completed. An 
excellent softball diamond, a tennis court, and volley ball: court jJroviclecl 
recreation facilities. Entertainment of other natures was facilitated by the addi­
tion of an enl isted men's clay room and an officers' club, both complete with 
handsome bars and dance floors. 

\1\'ho will forget the rain and mud, the heat and dust, blown clown tents, the 
broken clam, the inconveniences of operating ftom a distant strip, the time we 
almost had to abandon the area, then just completed, the daily eight mile 
rides to and from the line, and other discomforts too numerous to mention. As 
the months passed, squadron life settled clown to a more or less monotonous 
routine; many problems of the past being solved and all but forgotten. This 
routine was broken at times by the flurry G[ activity connected with incidents

such as the anniversary of activation, the presentation of awards, the bomb 
clump l-ire, the softball championship, the opening of the clubs, promotions, 
and a few furloughs. 

Fresh meat, eggs and butter flown from Abstralia added variety to the meals, 
as did fresh vegetables obtained from native gardens. 

The squadron has been fortunate in that the only accidents in which its 
personnel have been involved resulted in bent wing tips or pitot tubes and 
no casualties. An excellent engineering record and good pilots made possible 
the high standards of performance which have been maintained in operations 
from Guadalcanal to Sansapor, and Australia to the Admiralties. 

The squadron's contacts with the enemy have been few in numbers for 
which everyone is very thankful. Notable was the attack in January during 
which Lt. Fishburn, through skillful flying, evaded repeated attacks by enemy 
fighters and saved the lives of the crew of his bullet riddled aircraft, he being 
the only one wounded. On the same clay Cpl. Edward V. Mallon was wounded 
in a strafing attack. 

There are many men who have joined the squadron since it has been overseas, 
but essentially the personnel is the same. Among those who have transferred 
include Capt. Hucker, our esteemed Adjutant; Capt. Manser; Capt. Lambert, 
Engineering; Capt. Willingham, S-3; five glider pilots who have been returned 
to the States, as have a number of enlisted men. 

It is the expressed opinion of the Commanding Officer, Major Robert I. 
Flanigan, and his staff that our excellent record has not been the result of the 
accomplishments of any individual and that each member of the squadron 
can have the satisfaction of knowing that through our collective efforts we 
have contributed our fair share to the liberation of New Guinea. 

A successful year has been completed and we all hope that before another 
twelve months has passed, we will again be in the United States.

MEN, THIS IS IT 
Tms is no attempt to write a history of the 7oth Troop Carrier Squadron. 
Histories of military units are the same from the beginning of time down to the 
present. Caesar's Te~th Legion went through the same business that the 7oth 
experienced, namely, ·enlistment, draft, training, paper work, combat duty, 
more paper work, and on,. on into the night. 

Jimmy Durante would feel more at home in the 7oth than Karl von Clause­
witz, who is quoted by everyone priding himself as a field or armchair general. 
For the 7oth, despite its outstanding record in the S.W.P.A.-and we take a back 
seat to no one-remains an organization of overlong noses ~nd screwballs. 

Dating back to Lt. Glenn A. Swann, the only mess officer in the history of 
warfare who forgot to draw rations for 300 officers and enlisted men on 
maneuvers, and who once paid a lot of ration accounts out of the Group Com­
mander's personal bank funds, the 7oth has a story that puts Private Hargrove 
in the amateur class. 

There's no neecl •going· intO th~ cases of the elongated probosces. The nose 
heavy element tak~s it on the beak 22 hours a clay and that is sufficient for 
anyone in New Guinea. If you are in strange company and hear one guy 
addressed as "Trombone", <mother as "Hook" or "Shovel nose" or described as 
the only man in the worlcL.whose smeller got a combat mission (while the rest 
of the body was in non-combat zone) you may be sure you're among the 7oth's 
boys. 

The 7oth, of course, was an original unit of the 433rcl Troop Carrier Group 
and it has delivered a major contribution to an outstanding record established 
by the parent echelon. For those who like to dabble with figures, these statistics 
might be mentioned: 

The squadron, since its .arrival overseas, has hauled 6o,ooo,ooo or more pounds 
of freight and personnel. Three of our pilots have personally flown more than 
3,ooo,ooo pounds in their C-47's. Thirty pilots have picked up and delivered 
more than 2,ooo,ooo pounds each and the others-newly arrived-have marks 
of a million or thereabouts. 

We could go into the matter of miles flown, but that is mere statistical hash. 

Back home (as this is written) pilots ·who have flown 40 or 50 combat missions 
are being written up as super men. Let us take the case of Lt. R. N. Smith, 
leader of Flight III. "Trombone" Smith has flown a mere 329 combat missions. 
And he is not alone. Lt. G. W. Fallon has 326 to his credit, Lt. Richard I. Hart, 
322 and Capt. I. W. Lovelady has 304. Lt. Kendall C. Lowry is close by with 
~oo. But leading all in combat missions is an enlisted man, Technical Sergeant 
William D. Pierce who has been the aerial engineer on 340 combat missions.

Arc you looking for workhorses? Let's take a look at some of the pilots in 
the 7oth. Lt. David P. Fraleigh, who plays a good hand of poker when he isn't 
flying, has fiown no less than '1,100 hours in the Southwest Pacific in the matter 
of a year. Lt. R.N. Smith is second with 1,075, and Lt. Fallon third with 1,025. 
Lt. Lowry has more combat hours than anyone else in the outfit-671. 

And if you don' t think all this effort has been recognized, let us look at 
another record. Over 300 awards in the form of the Distinguished Flying Cross 
and Air Medal have been made to officers and enlisted men of the squadron. 

The 7oth is commanded by Major John R. McDonald, a native of Detroit, 
who, when not Hying, is puttering around with ice boxes and generators and 
such, to the consternation of everyone. The operational end of the business is · 
in the capable hands of Capt. M. (for Michael) M. DuBelko, better known as 
the "wheel".

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AS TIME WENT BY 
THE first celebration of any kind after our arrival at Nadzab was Thanksgiving. 
The traditional American holiday was observed in our jungle habitat with roast 
turkey and all the trimmings. For some of us it was the biggest and best Army 
meal we had ever tasted. 

As Christmas drew near we all looked forward eagerly to receiving presents 
and cards from our friends and relatives. That boyhood desire for gifts was upon 
us. Some of the men were fortunate enough to get gifts from home on or near 
Christmas, but the the majority did not receive their packages until weeks or 
months later. An official announcement by General MacArthur that a large cargo 
ship bearing Christmas packages had been sunk, hit hard, but fortunately there 
were very few packages for the 433rd that did not eventually come through. 

~o cracks--please! 

Improvement--eh? 

The Christmas spirit was prevalent 
in N adzab, even though we were 
celebrating the holiday thousands of 
miles from home. The Chaplain con­
ducted a candle-light Christmas Eve 
service that will long be remembered 
by all who were able to attend. Amidst 
the setting of the candle-lighted altar, 
decorated with evergreen, we heartily 
sang the traditional carols and hymns 
led by the Chaplain. Our Christmas 
dinner rivalled Thanksgiving in qual­
ity and quantity. While we were all 
seated at dinner, the Colonel's letter 
of greeting was read and appreciated 
by all. It read as follows: 

"I wish to extend to all men of the 
433rd Troop Carrier Group, my most 
sincere wishes for a very merry 
Christmas. The work of everyone 
during the past. year in establishing 
an enviable record should be a source 
of pride; a knowledge that our air­
planes are making the road to Tokyo 
shorter. 

"May God bless all of you, and see 
you safe in your homes next Christ-
mas.

Major Mayer provided a miniature 
Christmas tree, complete with orna­
ments, which he had received from 
home. The Red Cross came through 
again and gave each man a gift wrap-
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peel in Xmas paper. The Hershey bars, a delicacy in New Guinea, took top place. 
While we had to forgo the usual Yuletide season parties, we did have a big 

time on New Year's Eve. After another super-duper dinner the enlisted men had 
their first alcoholic refreshment, legally, since leaving Australia. Both officers 
and enlisted menwelcomed the New Year with long pent-up enthusiasm. Buckets 
were beat upon and guns fired. Even in New Guinea we had kept up the tracli­
tional spirit of revelry and good cheer. 

All was not pleasure in those months following our move to New Guinea and 
the Markham Valley. There was plenty of hard work to be done not only on our 
area but also where our regular duties were concerned. Since, in the original 
clearing of the area, we had become adept in the use of machetes, erecting tents, 
and making all sort of things, this sort of work was no longer too difficult, but 
daily details are annoying to say the least. 

Shortly after the Headquarters mess hall was completed we started expanding 
our area. Up to that time most of the enlisted men had been grouped in an 
area about one fourth the size of a 
city block. Getting around the area 
entailed climbing over numerous 
ropes or walking through a neigh­
bor's tent. Several groups were polite­
ly asked to move because of the 
crowded condition and they pion­
eered in clearing an area on the other 
side of the mess hall ravine. As 
time went by more ancl more tents 
were moved across until the men were 
divided about equally on either side. 
For the relatively few men in Head­
quarters a tremendous! y large area 
was being used, for the officers had 
also fanned out from their original 
location. 

Living on the clamp ground pre· 
sentecl many health problems, and the 
men began laying plans for raised 
wooden floors . This was a difficult 
thing to do, however, for every foot 
of the wood had to be cut by the men 
themselves in their few spare hours. 
A great deal of time was spent going 
out along the Lae Road, felling trees, 
and hauling them to the mill to be 
cut into 2 x 4's and 1 x 12's. Fifty 
per cent or more of all the cuttings 
were kept by the mill operators. It 
was not long before a few bottles of 
liquor or a few "quicl" bought all the 
lumber needed-the goocl old black 
market! 

Living quarters were further im­
proved when screening and burlap 
became available, often from dubious

sources. But we felt we had to do some­
thing to combat the numerous mos­
quitoes, spiders, centipedes, and snakes 
that made their homes with us. We had 
to use gas lanterns for the first few weeks 
at Nadzab, but Sgt. Carson and the 
other Communications men soon had 
electric lights burning brightly through­
out our area. 

Not content with the community 
shower as originally set up, some of the 
men secured pipe ancl built private 
showers within or adjacent to their tents. 
This aided the mosquito population but 
cut down the waiting line for a shower. 

The chief materials for tent furniture 
were the abundant small trees just outside our tents and the boxes discarded by 
the mess hall and Supply. All shapes, sizes and colors. 

It was not long before some of the boys thought about improving the outside 
appearance of their tents, and gardens of various plants and flowers were started. 
The "rebel" tent, Cpl. Johnson and tentmates, showed the way with vegetables 
and Aowers. 

As the area was expanded there was a constant demand for details of enlisted 
men. There was much work to be clone, and Sgt. Bailey, the duty sergeant; 
became an evil to avoid. The life of a duty sergeant is no bed of roses-especially 
in a new area. Most of the work pertained to the clearing of brush and digging 
holes. Those who took part in digging· those cavernous pits for the mess hall

and the latrines lost track of the number 
dug. The biggest joke (except to the 
diggers) were the four soakage pits dug 
and abandoned because the ground re­
fused to absorb water. 

At about the time the bully beef was 
getting monotonous, a little P.X. was 
set up. It offered canned fruit, Aus­
tralian chocolate bars, and cookies for 
sale. From then on many of the boys 
filled in the weak spots in their diet 
with food from the P.X. Coke was soon 
sold, and people came from all over the 
Nadzab area to buy it. A building 
shortly replaced the tent and Cpl. 
Musico, a tried and true Brooklynite, 
was installed as manager. 

Shortly after that Intelligence moved 
its office from the line into a tremendous 
sidewall tent alongside of Headquarters. 
The half-underground and sandJ;>aggecl 
"Nadzab Nerve Center'' and the Supply 
tent were both located in the immediate 
vicinity. 
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The good location of Group Head­
quarters . as well as the squadrons was 
soon evident when the Nadzab area be-

gan to expand. Units that did not take 
the trouble to clear out a wooded area 
found themselves under sun-soaked 
canvas. We were also lucky in that 
our area was placed to the side of the 
valley, for we eseaped the terrific dust 
that arose from the roads and strips. 
The pre-move scouting of Major Mayer 
and Captain Harley had paid off. 

In spite of all we had read about the 
humir!ity of the tropics, we were not un- Officers' Club. 
comfortable at Nadzab. w·e perspired 
during the latter part of the morning and early afternoon, but the early morn­
ings and evenings were pleasant. At night many men slept with blankets. 

Just as we began to feel that life in New Guinea was not as rugged as pictured 
by the press, the Japs made another raid on Nadzab. On January 15th, as the 
valley lay in the grayish light of dawn, we were awakened by the sharp clatter 
of machine guns. Those who were lucky enough to get out of their sacks 
fast caught sight of three Tonys stre·aking in over the area. All three were spit­
ting lead. Although part of our area was machine-gunned, the1:e were no casual­
ties. It all happened very fast, but when it was over we decided that we wanted 
no further contact with Tojo's boys-before breakfast! 

On the line the Nips swept in and strafed the transport revetments and 
fighter strip. Some of the planes were 
damaged in their revetments. One 6gth 
plane was catight in the air during the 
attack. Lt. Fishburn and his crew were 
startled by the spectacle of tracer bul­
lets weaving a pattern a few hundred 
feet in front of the plane. The pilot 
made a quick, diving turn, and .the 
attack ing fighter passed overhead, while 
the radio gave a belated warning "All 
street cars hit the ground! " 

For several nights after that we had 
numerous alerts but saw no enemy 
planes. Early one evening we were 
once more startled by the machine gun 
blasts of a lone raider which strafed the 
new strip. This was the last meeting be­
tween the 433rd and the enr~my until the 
Admiralty Islands incident, when an old 
B-17, assigned to the 6gth for supply 
drop missi<;ms over combat areas, was 
credited with downing a Jap fighter. 
This Flying Fortress, bearing the cele­
brated name "The Cap'n and the Kids", 
was a veteran of more than one hun-
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dred combat missions. It bagged the enemy plane when it was approaching its 
objective, Momote airstrip. A formation of four Japanese fighters made passes, 
but as one Tony climbed away the gunners let go and down went that Son of 
Heaven. The pilots, Major Abe .J. Beck and F jO. Deardorff, and the entire crew 
were elated over their achievement, for theirs became the first Troop Carrier 
plane in the S.W.P.A. to be credited with clowning an enemy aircraft. 

The social life of the group was resumed in earnest on February 10, 1944. 
when we celebrated the first anniversary of the activation of the group. It was a 
gala occasion and was thoroughly enjoyed by all members of the group. A 
special dinner, at which Gen. Prentiss was a guest, was provided, and rum cokes 
were available for all E.M. and officers who wanted them. In appreciation of 
Col. Guile's splendid leadership, headquarters officers and enlisted men pre­
sented him with a scroll bearing the signatures of all. In the evening the Chap­
lain conducted a special service in memory of those who had passed away since 
activation. 

Towards the end of the month our planes began operating from Strip No. 2 

once more. That strip had been reconditioned and was much safer than battered 
No. 5, which had served us so well. Since the new stri~ was about eight miles 
across the valley from our area, the change was not very welcome to the men 
working on the line. Sack time after lunch was out of the question for these boys. 

Operations had become easier and more interesting, and no longer were the 
Lae-Gusap shuttles our main flights. A day or two following each new landing 
the 433rcl sent in planes. Many times the engineers were still working on the 
strip when one of our C-47's came in for landing. In some cases fighting was 
still taking place a hundred yards from the airstrip. Finschhafen, Gloucester, 
Saiclor, and Momote gave our pilots combat zone Aying time, for the routes to 
those fields went over enemy territory. 

Many of the officers and enlisted men found diversity in Nadzab life by going 
on f-lights to fields visited by our planes. For a long while it was a simple matter 
to secure a pilot's permission to go for a ride. But when Air Freight Forwarding 
took over the checking out of cargo and personnel for flights, it became more 
difficult to get on the planes without a note from the Operations officers.

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The collection of J ap and native souvenirs became one of the leading hobbies 
of the men, and business in these items f-lourished , with Sgt. Shryock and Cpl. 
E. P. Smith both doing a rush busin ess . Such items as J ap rifles, machine guns. 
boots, wallets and Hags were in demand, and some of these articles brought big 
prices. The Aussies and the American infantrymen profited greatly by our des ire 
for things they picked up ·in battle areas. Native souvenirs were more difficult 
to get, and Mt. Hagen axes and Garoka spears were highly prized. 

It was in the latter part of March that we had our last scare o [ enemy activity 
directed at Nadzab. According to Intelligence reports the Nips had about three 
hundred planes concentrated or't the Holl andia airstrips. Rumor had it that 
many of these were transport-s intended for the dropping of paratroops in th e 
Markham Valley. Excitement ran high, and there were enough alarmists so that 
elaborate defense preparations were made for the expected attack. L ong trenches 
were dug on th e Yalley side of the group area; guns had to be carried if a person 
went to the movie area or across the field; and everyone was assign ed a definite 
duty. Many were on edge, but there was some disappointment when the sca re 
passed over and nothing happened. 

For months we were one of the envied outfits on the fi eld , for group head­
quarters had its own laundry, managed by Baltimore's gift to the 433nl­
"Smok y" Bleinberger. The drudger y of washing clothes by hand was avoided 
until the good fortun e came to an end with the breakdown of the washing 
machine. Therea fter we resorted to the N ew Guinea laundry method , boiling 
clothes in a half drum over a roaring gasoline fire. 

Throughout the period of our overseas service there were important changes 
in staff officer positions. In January Major Mayer was forced to leave the Pacifi c 
Area clue to illness and left the group, with Capt. Torkel Holsoe assuming hi s 
duties. In April there were some big changes. Lt. Col. .Joseph A.. Anderson, 
formerly with the 375th, joined the group and became Executive Officer. Capt. 
'i'Vulff took over Supply, and Capt. Sullivan became Adjutant. Major Ba ird. 
who had been Executive Officer, was made Operat ions Officer. Capt. Swanson 

- joined Capt. Satterfield in Operations. A few months previous Capt. 'ii\Tilli arn E. 
Scofield carne to the 433rd as Statistical Officer.

the nurses, the officers built a club a 
few months after we had arrived in 
~adzab. Many highly successful 
dances and parties were held there. 

The biggest news to break in the 
S.'ii\T.P.A. came on April 22nd when 
U.S. forces landed at Hollandia and 
Tadji. The action brought an imme­
diate response of optimism among the 
men and finally ended the threat once 
held by the 300 or more planes which 
had been there. 

As Nadzab grew in area and more 
outfits moved in, the quality of our 
food was steadily on the upgrade as 
the Quartermaster warehouse secured 
better supplies. vVe were able to get 
fresh meat and occasionally eggs and 
other foods which we had not seen 
for months. It was indeed a welcome 
change from bully beef, salmon, and 
dehydrated potatoes. Although we 
heard that combat troops received the 
first choice of food, it is hard to be­
lieve that their food excelled ours. In 
addition we had a mess fund to which 
everyone contributed monthly and 
which was used to obtain fresh vege­
tables, additional meat, and special 
treats. 

Aside from the loss of Major Mayer 
and Capt. Cahan, who had been 
Operations Officer in our early clays 

Vorndran, Shapiro, Freeman. at Naclzab, group headquarters also 
lost other key men. In May Lt. DeBus, 

who had been Headquarters Detachment C.O., was called back to the U.S. for 
glider Hying. ln July three other officers left headquarters. Capt. Harley was 
shifted to the 68th, and Capt. O'Neal, who had served as Group Technical 
Inspector, went to the 66th Squadron. The wit of Capt. Scofield was missed 
when he transferred to Fifth Air Force to put their Statistical Department in 
order. Lt. Lavin took over his job and alw become the C.O. of Headquarters 
Detachment. 

'ii\Te also lost men through illness contracted during our stay overseas. These 
included SfSgt. Sylvester, Cpls. Boder, O'Malley, and Smith, and Pfc. Pizzofer­
rato, all of whom had the good fortune to go back to the States. 

Enlisted men in headquarters were not very successful in their attempts to 
enter training that might make them officers. Back in the States a number of 
men were called into the Army Specialized Training Program, but after we 
came overseas only three men left. Sgt. McCaffrey went home to become an 
Aviation Cadet, and MfSgt. Barnhill and T /Sgt. Bartel were called for training 
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at the A.A.F. Officer Candidate School in Australia. Besides these men who 
received- orders to report, others had been accepted, both for Cadets and O.C.S. 

It was just about the time we had stopped worrying about the enemy that we 
received the fiercest bombing of our stay in Naclzab. "\Ve were calmly going 
about our business on the afternoon of March 31st when the enemy struck. 
But in this case the enemy was not the Japs but some careless soldiers who had 
started a grass fire about a half mile from our area and next to a bomb clump. 
The news of the impending disaster spread rapidly, and soon after we reached 
our foxholes the fireworks began. Several of the larger explosions shook the 
earth more violently than our local earthquakes. After an hour of detonations 
the larger bombs had gone off and only the incendiaries remained. Those who 
wandered past the 6gth area saw the biggest display of fireworks they had ever 
witnessed. It should have been saved for a gala 4th of July celebration. 

Ever since the arrival of the 433rd in New Guinea the Intelligence Depart­
ment tried to keep every person in­
formed about the latest happenings 
on the battlefronts and at home. Via 
reports received daily from higher 
headquarters, Group S-2 typed ancl 
later mimeographed news summaries. 
At noon every Saturday the S-2 offi­
cers gave a fifteen minute analysis of 
the war news of the week. The dis­
play of maps, with all action shown 
in colors, served to show any ob­
server the exact nature of the war 
situation in any area. Most attention 
o[ course was paid to the Southwest 
Pacific. 

In spite of this news service we 
were constantly subjected to a flood of 
rumors. If one were to believe the 
"authoritative" statements made by 
Operations, Halmahera would have 
been in our hands months in ad­
vance. The most persistent rumor of 
all was that we were supposed to be 
at Baer Field in November 1944. It 
was said that one of the men had a 
girl friend who worked in Base Head­
quarters at Baer Field, Ind., ancl that 
she had supposedly seen an order 
stating that barracks should be ready 
for the 433rd in November. Anyway 
it sounded good. 

Censorship was not much of a 
problem after the officers and en­
listed men learned what could and 
what could not be written in letters. 
Many of the rules seemed foolish, but 
the men were cooperative in not say-

ing the wrong things. If the weather or place names were accidentally men­
tioned the assorted censors deftly cut the words. 

By February the matter of furloughs and leaves had come up for discus­
sion, but it was many months later that most of the officers and men went 
down to the mainland on leave. After the first group of enlisted men left 
for Sydney, all leaves were cancelled. Shortly thereafter; leaves to Mackay, an 
Aussie spa along the northeastern Australian coast, were opened. For a time this 
was the only furlough area open to enlisted men. The officers were more lucky 
and managed to get leaves to Sydney regularly. Furloughs to Sydney opened and 
closed at varying· intervals, but by fall not all the men had been on their long 
anticipated trips to Sydney or Mackay. 

The mail situation for the 433rd varied. \1\Thile Nadzab was a forward area we 
received first class mail in two weeks, but with the extension of the front lines 
our mail service dropped off, only to 
become swift once again by June, 
when we sometimes received letters in 
six days and packages in a month. 
Sgt. Malico, the group's mail man, 
was a popular man when the mail 
calls were heavy. The censors had an 
ever increasing pay load of mail to 
work over, and Sgt. Atkins with his 
daily half dozen was not much help. 
But at least he kept the girls in Mis­
sissippi happy-that is if there are any 
h appy Mississippians. 

Aside from letter writing, card play­
ing was one of the most popular pas­
times. vVhile some turned to bridge, 
gin rummy, and hearts, the largest 
number stuck to poker. The "Cotton 
Pickers ' Poker Parlor" was the scene of 
a nightly game. Sgts. Gillespie, Goss , 
Hall , Raffety, and Tockerrnan were 
charter members. The officers also in­
dulged in poker to a great extent. 

Special Services kept us well sup­
plied with magazines and books­
pocket edition novels, mysteries, non­
fiction , etc. Equipment for outdoor 
sports was also provided by Special 
Services, first under the direction of 
Lt. DeBus, then Lt. Heisler, and fin­
ally Lt. McNally. A volley ball court 
was set up and also a basket ball 
hoop. These two sports, along with 
horseshoe pitching, held their own 
until softball became the vogue 
around April 1st. Both the officers 
and enlisted men formed teams. Col. 
Guile never missed a game and

proved himself one of the best players on the field. The best games played 
were between the enlisted men and officers of headquarters.

Although the 
officers made a poor showing at first, they bolstered their team by taking 
advantage "to sign up'' for headquarters any new officers coming into the 
group who sh6w€cl softball interest. Not only did the playing of softball boost 
morale, but it also helped in physical conditioning for the rigors of our "base 
commando" life. 

Aside from the usually crowded church services, the chapel was also the scene 
of the Nadzab Confab. Chaplain Orr did a splendid job in giving the 4713rd 
some outstanding and interesting entertainment, and the programs attracted · 
wide attention. There were weekly meetings over a period of four months.

lowing a crash landing. For sixteen days he and his Aussie passenger wandered 
through south-central Papua, finally reaching the coast and getting transporta­
tion back to civilization. He gained the questionable honor of being the first 
American to make the trip and return to tell about it. 

Operations· in New Guinea have taken our pilots to many places, some as 
beautiful as travellers would care to see, while · others are best forgotten. In 
the beginning we flew almost exclusively to Lae, Gusap, and Naclzab. After the 
capture of Lae the place was strewn with wrecked Jap planes which created a 
paradise for souvenir hunters. A monument to our air power is the wreckage 
of the Jap steamer "Myoro Maru'' or "Stinky Maru" as it is popularly called. 
1 t still lies off the end of the strip with its bow above the water. 

Gusap has many strips but the one first designated to Troop Carrier was the 
cause of many a headache. For some unexplainable reason it ran in a north­
south direction and was therefore always subject to a strong cross wind. For 
many months our pilots Hew the Lae·Gusap shuttle many times a clay. Dumpu, 

farther up the line, had a dirt strip 
which became so slippery in wet wea­
ther that our planes would slide in 
the mud while being pre-flighted. The 
66th Squadron gained much valuable 
experience by carrying in all supplies 
to the "Diggers" stationed there. 

The trips to Garoka, Kerowagi, and 
Mt. Hagen were the most interesting 
of all the valley flights, and they re­
vealed the mountains of New Guinea 
in all their beauty. The Garoka Val­
ley has only been known to the white 
man for ten years, although it is one 
of the most densely populated areas 
on the island. Long before contacts 
with white men the natives grew all

sweet potatoes, lettuce, yams, and 
fruit-pineapple, strawberries, and 
lemons. The natives present a strange 
sight. Their only dress consists of a 
belt decorated with branches fore and 
aft. Throug·h their noses they have 
pieces of mother of pearl, bones, or 
odds and ends. One fellow has thirty 
sticks and matches throug·h his nose 
in porcupine style. For all their 
grotesqueness they were very friendly 
and helpful to our pilots. Mt. Hagen , 
our early outpost for flights, excells 
all places visited in climate, beauty, 
and vegetation. It was the favorite 
visiting place for anyone lucky 
enough to obtain the time and trans-
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portation to get there. Capt. Blood of the A.N.G.A.U. rules this beautiful domain. 

Early in 1944 our planes began going into newly taken strips, often twenty· 
four hours after they had been secured. As soon as Saidor was taken our 
planes made daily trips there despite its poor condition. The softness of the 
strip caused one of our planes to crack-up in landing and left Captains Enochs 
and "Invasion" Maidenburg, and Sgts. Bartel and Whitley stranded for a week. 
When they returned they told harrowing tales of the "rugged life". Momote, in 
the Admiralty Islands, proved to be a favorite landing spot because of the beau­
tiful surroundings. 

The first flight of U.S. planes into Hollandia was Jed by Major Baird, Group 
Operations Officer, on May 1st. The route followed was laid out by him. The 
approach to either Cyclops or Sentani strip was an interesting one. as the planes 
had to come in from the ocean over vast Humboldt Bay, with its assemblage of 
naval vessels and transports, and then over beautiful Lake Sentani, where num­
erous native huts are built out over the water. The results of Allied air power 
could be seen all over the Hollandia 
area-the wreckage of three hundred 
.J ap planes. 

One clay after the landing in the 
Aitape-Taclji area the 433rcl went in, 
and for many months to come there 
were seemingly endless flights of 
planes hauling gasoline to Hollandia. 
Tadji is one of the showplaces of New 
Guinea. Its magnificent expanse of 
coral beach, with the border of coco­
nut palms along the shore, and the 
rolling surf, provide a tropical para­
elise setting that rione who visited 
there will ever forget. The flight 
echelons of the 65th, 66th, and 68th 
Squadrons spent some time there. 

Wakcle, a coral island off the New 
Guinea coast, was a mass of wrecked 
Jap aircraft and bomb craters when 
we landed there. \!\Then the sun makes 
the coral gleam, the island can be 
seen from about seventy-five miles 
away. Much fighting was still taking 
place on Biak Island when the 433rcl 
began flights to Mokmer, Soriclo, and 
Borokoe drornes. For weeks the gun­
fire could be heard in the hills north 
of the strips. .Just off the southeast 
coast of Biak is the coral speck called 
Owi. This strip will long be remem­
bered because in the early days of its 
use the planes had to circle the island 
many times waiting· for the green 
light to land. 

With the construction of the movie

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area and the stage we were better able 
to en joy the shows provided by 
Special Services. Metal bomb casings 
served as chairs, and an area was set 
aside for the 433rd. For our first show 
on the parachute-lined stage we had 
John Wayne, that handsome cowboy 
movie actor, and a couple of girls, ac­
companied by a swing band. This 
was the first entertainment by per­
sonal appearance that we had over­
seas, and it met with great success. 

There were other U.S.O. and 
Special Services shows, but most of 
them were only mediocre. Finally, on 
one Sunday afternoon we had a real

greeted with enthusiasm by all the 
swing addicts. The climax of our en­

tertainment at Naclzab was reached when the Jack Benny-Carol Landis show 
came to the valley. Benny's jokes, Carol's looks, Martha Tilton's singing, and 
Larry Adler's harmonica playing gave us a swell show. The 8,ooo or more fellows 
who witnessed it roared their appreciation. 

The news of the long-awaited invasion of Europe on June 6th was received 
calmly by the 433rcl. In the evening Chaplain Orr conducted services, and the 
hopes of all of us were aimed at the success of fellow soldiers on the battlefields 
of France. A few weeks after the invasion of France was announced we received 
the reports of the bombing of Japan by B-2g's and the landing on Saipan in the 
Marianas. \!\lith each succeeding move the end of the war could be more clearly 
visualized. Life in Nadzab had become so peaceful that it seemed strange that 
press releases should still be by-lined: "At an advanced base in New Guinea".

In accordance with the Army's plan 
to provide educational opportunities 
for all personnel, an Information and 
Education Section was set up in head­
quarters with Cpl. Rampil, already 
doing Group publicity and running 
the one man newspaper, taking 
charge. A daily news bulletin, "Troop 
Carrier Courier", was put out, a 
library was set up in the Enlisted 
Men's Club, and everyone was urged 
to enroll in Armed Forces Institute or 
college extension courses. 

On July 3rd the complexion of the 
group changed again, as the 67th and 
70th Squadrons pulled up stakes and 
moved to an advanced base from 
which their operations were to be 
directed. About a week later the 21st 
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Squadron, formerly in the 374th Group, was assigned to us for operationa l pur­
poses. 

July also brought into being an en listed men's club. Although the club build­

ing was inherited from the 70th officers after their departure, our men put in 
some hard work to fix it up with a bar, ping-pong table, and card tables. On the 
opening night there was a gala party, with ch-inks and food available. A large

cake with Col. Guile's "367'' and 
"433rd T.C .Gp." iced on it was made 
by Pfc. Johnson. The Col. was pre· 
sented with the top layer of the cake 
by a two-ma!1 delegation. 

About once a month the Officers' 
Club had a party, and so~e of the 
nurses and Red Cross girls in the 
valley were guests. 

During all these months overseas 
we became constantly better ac­
quainted, and our personalities be­
came generally known. Some will long 
be remembered. Mr. Rausch, our 
genial warrant officer, rose from the 
ranks of enlisted men while we were 
at Maxton, where he served for a 
while as 1st Sgt. of Headquarters De-
tachment. Preceding him was Sgt. 

Trottnow, whose generosity in giving out passes at Sedalia will be remembered 
by all the enlisted men. Among the ranks of the strictly informal acting 1st Sgts. 
was M j Sgt. Keith, the jovial Operations head man. He. was replaced overseas by 
1st Sgt. Flake, formerly the "boss" of the 68th and an "Old Army Man". 

To be remembered also are the inimitable Sgt. Kvapil, Nebraska's perfect corn­
husker, three-sport man Pfc. Carnevale, and ambitious Cpl. Zuk, the man of all 
trades and worries. Almost every man in the group was greeted upon his arrival 
by T j Sgt. MacGregor, the friendly sage and helper of all. Sf Sgt. Bolm, Wall 
Street's representative, ran the Sunday musicale and the evening anchovy snack bar. 

Among the tents, "Cisco's Ranch", with M j Sgt. Keith, T jSgts. McCranor and 
Shupp, Sgt. Halcomb, and Cpl. Dixon, usually had a bridge game every night. 
Across the gully, T / Sgt. Cartwright brushtd up on airplanes, while his tent­
mates, SjSgt. Gillespie, and Sgts. Budish, Goss, and Voight indulged in a little 
poker. In "University House" Sgts. Helmsderfer, Hicks, and Shryock carried on 
lively discussions on any and all topics, while in the P.X. "dem Brooklyn Bums" 
Musico, Condiotti, Tockerman and Rampil raised a rumpus-over anything. 

The crop of O.C.S. graduates who came to headquarters soon had many 
friends, both among the officers and enlisted men. Following the departure of 
Lt. DeBus, genial Lt. Lavin became Headquarters Detachment C.O. Many of 
the other officers will be remembered also. Capt. Satterfield was never without 
a witty remark, and Col. Anderson was the prime optimist for the progress of 
the war. Major Holsoe had a tough time of it, but he kept that gang in Intelli­
gence on the ball. 

\1\Tith the summer of 1944 coming to a close, life for headquarters was pro­
gressing very smoothly. The 433rcl Troop Carrier Group, under the guidance 
of Col. Guile, has come 'a long way since the clays at Florence. The road has not 
been too difficult, despite our moaning and groaning. 

The 433rd has played its role in the New Guinea Campaign to the best of its 
ability; we hope we shall be able to serve as well in the days to come. vVe all 
look forward to the day of victory-that happy day when we can return to those 
we love whether it be to Morgantown, W. Va., Edinburgh, Texas, Brooklyn. 
New York, Michigan City, Indiana, Cincinnati, Ohio, Shannon. Miss., Balti­
more, Mel., Santa Anna, Texas, Glasgow, Ky., or the Bronx. 
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THE "BISCUIT BOMBER" 

THE plane used by the Troop Carrier Command is the C-47 or "Skytrain", so 
called because of its ·employment as a troop carrier and glider tug. This trans­
port plane is the military version of the DC-3, one of the most dependable and 
most widely used American commercial aircraft. The plane was developed and 
built by the Douglas Aircraft Company. Its size compares favorably with all 
military planes, except heavy bombers, and has a wingspan of 95 feet. 

The normal cargo load of a C-47 is between 5,000 and 6,ooo pounds. The 
maximum gross weight of the plane at take-off is 31,ooo pounds, but it must 
expend enough gasoline in order to bring it down to 26,ooo pounds, which is 
the maximum weight at landing. The normal fuel capacity is 804 gallons, 
which with the proper safety factor gives the plane a range of approximately 
i,ooo miles at a cruising speed· of 140 miles per hour. The admirable design 
of the plane enables it to carry bulky material, such as jeeps or a 75 mm. 
howitzer. Twenty-two fully equipped infantrymen can be carried aside from 
the crew of four. 

The C-47 is often- used to evacuate wounded. Litters can be set up in a few 
minutes so it can accommodate eighteen patients. On such flights a specially 
trained Air Evacuation nurse and a medical assistant accompany the plane. 

C-47's have supplied a number of airfields and combat units in New Guinea 
which were entirely dependent on air transportation for supplies and equip­
ment. Military operations would have been almo~t impossible in the New 
Guinea Campaign without the use of cargo planes. The islands would undoubt­
edly have been lost without the quick air transport of infantry reserves at the 
critical times. 

These planes have often been on supply missions on which they have dropped 
rations by parachute to forward patrols which otherwise had to cl 2pend on 
native carriers to bring up supplies. Many an Aussie patrol surrounded by 
enemy troops has been grateful to the C-47's for bringing them the next clay's 
meal. For this reason .they fondly named them the "Biscuit Bombers" . 

Before the war C-47 transport planes were used by the Dutch Airlines. They 
are also built under license in Russia where they are designated as PS-84's. 
The British also use this plane and are calling it the "Dakota''. 

The widespread use of the C-47 in this war attests to the efficiency of the 
plane, which is regarded as the "work horse" of the Army Air Forces. 
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THE BATTLE OF SYDNEY 
THE Southwest Pacific Area has become famous for the battles of Buna, Nadzab, Hol­
landia, Bataan a nd Corregidor . . but history is still without the gory details of the battle 
of Sydney. 

More American airmen have seen action in Sydney than on any other "target". Most 
targets arc usually one night stands but Sydney came in for some of the longes t sustained 
raids of the war. The raids las ted anywhere from seven clays to four months. 

Although the '"battle" has been long sustained, it was fought in shifts of one crew from 
each squadron. Coming clown to Sydney for seven or ten clays a certain percentage of th e 
men became Big Time Operators (hereafter designated as B.T.O.) and spent this time 
accordingly. The following is a typical B.T.O. Sydney leave. 

H e arrives at Mascot Airdrome, Sydney, Australia, and is driven to the Leave Control 
Area office at the Mark Foy's building. H er e he is signed in, receives a liquor ration 
card, an issue of cigarettes, and coupons for food and· clothing. Right outside Mark Foy's 
entrance he runs smack into the Sydney cab driver who'll drive him to the Phillip Street 
Reel Cross for two bob or a couple of packs of "smokes"-normal charge, one bob or one 
pack of smokes. 

At the Phillip Street A.R.C. he signs up for a bed for the night and takes the elevator 
to the dorm floor. After a cool shave and a hot shower the B. T.O. is all set to prowl and 
howl his way through the battle area. He usually spends the first night getting the lay of 
the land ami in doing a little "recon" work in the Hyde Park and King's Cross sections of 
Sydney. The first meal the B.T.O. orders in Sydney invariably includes "steak and eggs", 
French fries , tomatoes, plenty of milk and a dish of ice cream-and a successful try at elating 
the "out of the bottle blonde" waitress. 

Sometime during his second clay in the battle area the B.T.O. visits an "Estate Agent" 
and is made a sucker of (to the tune of anywhere from £5-£10 a week) for a room, or if 
there are three or four B.T.O.'s together they get stung (for [2o) for a three-room apart­
ment. The usual three-room apartment contains very little outside of three double-bed 
bedroom:;. As soon as he has located his dig·gings he moves from the Red Cross, via taxi. 
The B.T.O. never walks or rides the trams or buses-he is strictly a taxi man. 

In as much as the B.T.O. has only seven days he spends days three, four, five, six and 
seven in a state of mental and physical fatigue. A variety of night clubs do their share in 
making· his rest complete and his wallet depleted. 

The non-B.T.O. spends his leave more productively (even though he can't tell such a 
gory story when he returns) seeing Sydney in the sunshine as well as the moonlight. 

During the daylight hours the non-B.T.O. can take a two and a half hour cruise 
around the mag·nificent Sydney harbor, vis;t the remarkabl,e Taronga Park Zoo on "the 
north shore of the harbor, stroll through the Botanical Gardens, visit the small but grow­
ing National Art Gallery located in the Domain. Sunday being an off day in Blue Law 
Sydney he can listen to the various speakers spouting off in the Domain, tour the city 
from the top of a double-decker bus and do a bit of "surfing" at Bondi, Manly, Coogee or 
Maroubra if the weather permits. 

The non-B.T.O. (and there are twenty of him to each B.T.O.) meets the better class 
girls, visits typical homes in the suburbs, stays sober and will !:ave a pocket full of 
memories to tell the folks when he gets back home.

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THIS IS NEW GUINEA-"GOLDEN ISLE" 
THOUGH it is the scene of many major battles of ·world War 11, and at one Lime 
had an estimated 350,000 soldiers within its boundaries, New Guinea. second 
only to Greenland in size among the islands of the world, has, and probably 
will for age~ to come, remained a vast unexplored land of rugged mountains and 
steaming jungles. 

A shipwrecked Spanish rover of the 16th century found sancLUary on the 
shores of New Guinea in 1526 and perhaps in thanks for his deliverance nam ed 
it "Isla del Oro" or "Golden Isle" . Centuries passed, however, before the natives 
were disturbed by traders in 1828 when the Dutch took over the western part 
of the island. The Germans came later, followed by the British, and by 1905 the 
entire island was under European rule with Australia controlling the British 
part, called Papua. 

In 1877 gold was discovered near Port Moresby, but not in sufficient quantity 
to warrant extensive operations. For the next 50 years scouting· parties explored 
small parts of the vast interior, and as they discovered only a few natives the 
European landlords had the idea that the interior was largely uninhabited . 
Those who ventured into the interior found the valleys choked with trees and 
the lofty mountain ranges so rugged as to be impenetrable. 

In 1927 the '!\Tau valley, inhabited by head hunters and cannibals, was the 
scene of the discovery of large quantities of gold. The only drawback to exploita­
tion of this valuable mineral resource was the 30 clay trek from the Huon Gulf 
at Salamaua to the mines. However, in 1928 the first aeroplane was flow11 in , 
and soon afterwards the airfields at Lae, Salamaua, and vVau became the busiest 
in the Pacific. Gold was now the backbone of New Guinea industry. 

Exploration, aided by the airplane, soon brought to the fore many populated 
native villages. The Mt. Hagen area, which was discovered in 1933, had 250,000 
to 30o,ooo native inhabitants who were cannibalistic at the time. Missionaries 
have exercised a great deal of influence over the natives, and trained them to be 
peaceful garden-growing citizens. Interesting customs still prevail, however. One 
is that the male does no work though he dominates as warrior and protector. 
Polygamy is prevalent and the older the wives become the more work they are 
required to do. An eligible bachelor dyes his hair reel to signify matrimonial 
intentions. A child is the most valuable possession of a household and a pig 
runs a close second. Tools and implements are primitive, but the axes of the 
Mt. Hagen natives are fine examples of primitive workmanship. 

There are various types of natives with strains of many Paci fie tribes evident. 
The Papuans are short, and with their bushy hair and long noses seem to be the 
actual unadulterated native. In the coastal regions natives show strains of other 
tribes with light coloring and straighter and taller bodies. 

Government of Papua and the Australian Mandate is under A.N.G.A.U. (Aus­
tralian New Guinea Administrative Unit) but most of the police work is clone 
by native police boys who are trained for 3 years in a Government operated 
school. They make excellent soldiers and guardians of the peace. 

The war has made little difference in knowledge of N ew Guinea. Japs touched 
only the fringes of the high mountains as have Americans, and the vast spaces 
of the Owen Stanleys and other mountain chains remain a mystery. 

This is New Guinea, our home for more than a year. but still a forbidd en 
and largely unknown land.

IN MEMORIAM 

ON February g, 1944, the eve of the anniversary of the 433rd Troop Carrier 
Group's activation, a Memorial Service was held in our chapel for the fifteen 
men who had lost their lives during the year. Fifteen candles were lighted on 
the altar to symbolize the life of each man who had met death. Since that 
time, a total of sixteen men have been reported as killed, or missing in action. 

As the group has worked and lived together, there has grown up a strong 
sense of unity and camaraderie among them that makes each loss more keenly 
felt. ' 'Ve realize that, statistically speaking, the group bas been uncommonly 
fortunate. To have but four fatal crashes in a year and a half of flying, that 
then involved thousands of hours in the air and thousands of tons of freight 
hauled . is phenomenal. Our Operations, Intelligence and Engineering Depart­
ments, as well as our pilots, deserve the greatest praise for their attention to their 

own and others' safety. 

However, this does little to alleviate the loss to each family which has been 
unfortunate enough to receive a telegram from the ' 'Var Department announc­
ing the dea th of a loved son, brother, father or husband. 

'Ve honor the men who have gone on, realizing that their efforts in the 
cause of preserving this country's honor have been as heroic as those of the men 
who fought to esta blish it in the first place. 

'Var isn't war until we have felt loss and tragedy in sudden death and broken 
hom es. '"'e honor not only the men vvho have made the sacrifice of life, but 
the families of th ese men who have, with courage, withstood the news of 

tragedy. 

Our tribute to these men receives its best expression in the words of a great 
war president, observing a similar sacrifice: 

"The world will little note nor long remember what we say here, but it can 
ne,·er forget what they did here. It is for us, the living. rather to be dedicated 
here to the unfinished work which they who rought h ere have thus far so 
nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be here dedicated to the grea t task 
remaining before us .... " 

"The souls of the righteous are in the hands of God, 

And no torment shall touch them. 
In the eyes of the foolish they seem to have died; 
And rheir departure was accounted to be their hurt, 
And their journeying away from us to be their ruin; 

But they are at peace:·
