To accomplish these results Washington chose its men
carefuily. From all points of the globe, from every theater of
war officers and men, veterans of every type of aerial combat
and activity, were brought together to form the four Groups
of the 58th Bombardment Wing of the XX Bomber Command,
the first organization to be assigned B-29's for combat duty.
From these parent Groups were later taken the cadres for
newer organizations to form the Groups and Wings of the

XXI Bomber Command, which the Hellbirds were to join after

Our commanding officer has all the characteristics and ex-
perience that qualify him for his position as the Number 1
Hellbird. He was part of the growing air age of the Twenties
when, after giving up a medical career, he enrolled at the
Army’s Brooks and Kelly Flying Schools. Completing his train-
ing he joined Major Royce's famed First Pursuit Squadron
flying Curtis Hawks. Leaving the army, Col. Kalberer em-
barked on an odyssey that saw him first conducting aerial
advertising for General Tire Company and later flying with
airlines all over the world. Just prior to Pearl Harbor, the
colonel was flying for the Dutch Air lines which took him to
all capitals of Europe and the Far East. On December 8th he
rejoined the army and after completing a survey of all coun-
tries from Egypt to Australia, joined Colonel Halverson's B-24
Task Force on its way to China. This group was sidetracked
in the Middle East, where it made an enviable record against
the ltalians and the Nazis. Back in the States after extensive
Mediterranean activity, the colonel, refusing a Washington
desk job, joined the B-29's for further combat activity in the
war against Japan. Following the loss of Colonel Carmichael
a few months after leaving the States, Colonel Kalberer has
been our leader.

A tireless and energetic officer, he has led his group to

an enviable position among combat units of the Army Air
Forces. A fearless pilot, he is emphatically proud of the Hell-

birds and their accomplishments.

The memories of these years are too
numerous to record more than a few.
Each man has stored remembrances
that are individual, but many are
shared by all. Some of these we have
recorded here in the War Book. Others
can only be told by word of mouth.

The Hellbirds, then known only as
the 462nd Bombardment Group, were
born on a very hot day in a very iso-
lated spot in the state of Kansas. ..

Flying schedules were heavy and grew

heavier as the balmy fall days grew

into winter. And what a winter—one

only Kansas can produce. Hot as it

was in the summer—it was relatively

colder during the winter. We prayed

for those good old days in Panama or

Galveston as we trudged from our

well-ventilated barracks through driv-

ing snow to join huddled groups

around stoves on the line or at head-

quarters. Bright spots during these



days were the warm attractions of
the P.X. lunchroom and the various
squadron coffee shops set up in hang-
ars ond operations buildings where
gallons of coffee were consumed in
an attempt to forestall freezing. The
Christmas and New Year holidays
came and went that year with a chesen
few off for turkey and celebrating at
home, and a few others managing to
get over to Kansas City or other points.

The rest of us stayed at Walker and
cussed and froze. It was about this

Camp Pat-
rick Henry, Virginia, we later learned,
was the staging area for this group.
They boarded liberty ships at Hamp-
ton Roads and set sail out over the
broad Atlantic. The boys who made
that voyage will never forget it—all
48 days of it in those crowded, hot

holds that were turned into topsy turvy
chambers of torture by the mid-Atlan-

tic storms. Stop-overs were made in
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Oran, Algeria, Africa, Naples Harbor,

ltaly, and Egypt before passing

through the Suez Canal into the Red

Sea and out into the Indian Ocean.

Then, finally, after what seemed like

a lifetime of salt spray and steel

decks, they docked in Bombay at the

famous Victoria Docks. It was a happy

and thankful crowd that set its feet

once more on solid earth. Not to be

forgotten was that night of hell spent
in Naples Harbor. It seemed the Nazis
had just been waiting, and what a re-

ception they gavel While some were

Although training activities had
everyone up early every morning and
the California weather was undergoing
one of its unusual spells of “heavy
dew,”” ten days of night life and other
attractions of Los Angeles and suburbs
were enjoyed by all. On February 27

they departed Los Angeles aboard one
of the Navy's best transports and

sailed west toward Asia. Contrasting
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the voyage of the first squadrons, this
trip was made in comparative comfort,
no storms and good chow, although
those crowded holds, canvas and pipe
“shelves,” the heat in the torrid zone

and the crowded decks made for no

fond memories. For the officers it was
no less than a cruise, being bunked in

elaborate staterooms and enjoying the e

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company of 34 “beautiful’’ Red Cross
girls. After 31 days of nothing but
water, excepting a two-day stopover
in Melbourne, Australia, with no shore

leave, they docked at Bombay, Indig,

contingent. Then followed for all

squadrons a most memorable five-day

cross-country trip by Indian rail. In

fact, we'll never forget it, the dog-trot

speed, the insects, beggars and espe-

cially those attempts at bolting cold

“K'" and "C" rations with one hand

and shooing off the flies, beggars,

dogs and vultures with the other. Then

came the end of that trip in a blaze

of heat and dust—we had reached

our destination, and there wasn't one
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amongst us who didn’t think we had

hit the end of the earth.

their Kansas pallor and many were

only a half shade lighter than the ever

present coolies. By necessity, and

gladly received, was the siesta period

during midday . .. which, of course,

meant night work. We put in some

long hours in the “‘Land of Romance,"

but what the heck! Where we were

there wasn't any place to go and no

romance to be had. How we felt for

those poor chaps stationed in such

out-of-the-way spots as Calcutta, Delhi

and Bombay.

Unforgettable, too, was the chow.

In spite of the utmost efforts of our

mess personnel, India left us, or rather

we left India, with a profound hate of

“C" Rations and Spam and a craving

for steak, fresh vegetables, eggs and

milk that shall never be satisfied.

On June 15, 1944, we staged our

first mission from our base in China

against Yawata, Japan. This was the

first strike against the Jap homeland

by B-29s. A bunch of the boys had

been flown over the Hump to become
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the China echelon of the Hellbirds and

conduct operations and maintenance

from there. Life there followed along

patterns a bit different from that of

India: There were the Chinese coolies,

gay and smiling as if every day in

their lives was a celebration. "'Ding

Hao,” the password of friendship be-

tween the Yanks and the Chinese,

often comprised the whole of a con-

versation as the reciprocal knowledge

of languages was nil. It became quite

a pioblem when we started using our

China runway to forestall mass casual-

ties as the coolies would invariably

stream out onto the strip during land-

ings and take offs. Through the efforts

of Captain Hahn of the Chinese army

this was soon alleviated and diplo-

matic complications avoided. Similar

was the problem of keeping our India

strip cleared of coolies and free-roam-

ing cows,

China, more so than India, was sig-

nificant for its lack of social activities,

and except for a few men who man-
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aged a pass or two to Chengtu, no one

left the base during the many months

there except for a few sightseeing and

shopping forays into nearby villages.

During the few months prior fo return-

ing to India the China Hellbirds and

transient crews found how cold that

valley could be and that army tents

didn't help, in spite of all efforts, when

the coal ran out. It was some of the

roughest life that could possibly be

handed to army men. But they did the

job . .. with less than a third of the

Along about January rumors of the

coming move became prevalent. This

was greedily received since the horrors

of the coming hot season were becom-

ing more apparent every day. India,

very comfortable during the winter

months. Visible preparations and the

later announcement gave morale a real

boost. With all preparations finally

completed, the ground men were

alerted and on February 23 and 24

boarded trains and with no regrets de-

parted our base for Calcutta, where

we boarded transports and set sail for

Tinian Island, thinking, however, that

we were headed for Guam or the Phil-

ippines. The parallel voyages were

quite similar to our first ones from the

43
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States as far as comfort was concerned
and lasted over a month. Again we put
info Melbourne, Australia, but this time
through the efforts of Colonel Gardiner,
we got the nod on shore leave. What
a time we had in that town. The Aussies,
we found, were just as friendly and hos-

pitable as we had been informed, if

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not more so. After leaving Australia

and stopping at various islands on the

way we finally pulled into the harbor of

Tinian on the morning of April 4, 1945.

What was this little island in the middle

us as a home? ... and for how long?
Thus we finished another long sea voy-
age, and for some almost a retracing
of our first route, for others the continu-
ance of a world encirclement. Glad
that it was over, yes. But we hated to
Iea\fe the chow, as only the Navy can
serve.

QOur debarkation was in true Marine
style . . . over the side down scramble
nets with full gear and into landing

craft which shot us ashore. There we

clambered into waiting trucks which

took us across the island to our new

area. That was all it was . ..an areaq,

There was nothing but a few latrines,

a couple of Quonset huts and a lot of

sugar cane . ..and our tenting wasn’t

due to be unloaded for several days.

So we slept on the ground, in an adja-

cent mess hall and any other shelter we

could find and ate "K' Rations. The

several weeks that followed were im-

pressed on mind and muscle. Faced

with equipment shortage, food and wa-
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ter rationing, we set about clearing and
levelling the area and setting up tent-
ing as it came in. No one had a hot
meal for over a week except those who
stole down to the other outfits and
slipped into their chow lines. And it was
hot, though, thankfully, not as bad as
India was. It couldn’t be. Slow prog-
ress was made. Unloading continued
for weeks but around the last of April
things were in fairly good shape for
the arrival of the créws and aircrafi.

Water was a critical item and showers
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a luxury in spite of the dirt we accumu-

lated. We had a movie thrown up, the

mess hall, showers and headquarters

buildings completed by the Sea Bees

and most of the tenting up when the

planes arrived. The mass aerial trans-

fer was accomplished without the loss

of a man from our India bases, across

Burma and China and the Pacific to

Tinian, where the first plane set down

on the morning of April 28. After a

week of hurried checking and servic-

ing of the planes, our crews ran their
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first mission from Tinian on May 5
against Hiro, Japan. From that day
until the present we'parﬁcipated along
with the other Wings of the XXI Bomber
Command in an all-out aerial effort to
knock Japan to her knees, or if possible,
completely out. Results have been ex-
cellent and losses light.. At the date of
this writing, August, 1945, we have
concluded that blitz with some of the
longest bombing flights in aerial his-
tory ... over vast stretches of ocean

and over every part of the enemy
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homeland . . . we have helped to write
finis to the Japanese Empire and World
War Il with the unconditional surrender
of Japan on 14 August 1945. Thus con-
cluded one of the final chapters of the
Hellbirds, the chapter of the last con-
certed efforts of a hard flying and hard
working organization of officers and
men who not only brought Japan to her
knees through the most devastating
aerial blitz in history, but who contrib-
uted so finally to her finish. Japan will

never forget the Red-Tailed B-29’s.
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The combat history of the Hellbirds

is written and their dream has been

fulfilled but the final chapter of the

story will not be complete until every-

one has set aside his khakies and hel-

met and has joined the ranks of peace

loving American citizens—ex-Gl's who

will be determined that America will

remember only one Pearl Harbor.
