AN ACT to grant a new charter to th(· �ity:.of B?ngpr, · r,·niJ0-

scot County, State of Maine , repealiPg: ,,_:; h,>\'S ,or P;<\l:tS qi 

laws in conflict herewith. 

Be it enacted b·y the People of the State of Maine, as follows: 

ARTICLE I. 

RfCHTS OF THE CITY. 

Section l. The inhab i t ant s of the City of Bangor, in the 

2 County of Penobscot. shalJ continue to be a body politic and 

3 corporate by the name of the City of Bangor, and as such 

4 shall have, exercise and enjoy all the rights, immunities, 

5 powers. privileges and franchises and be subject to all the 

(1 duties and obligations now appertaining to or incumbent 
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7 upon said city as a municipal corporation, or appertaining 

8 to or incumbent upon the inhabitants or officers thereof, 

9 and may ordain and publish such acts, ordinances, laws ancl 

1 o regulations, nol inconsistent with the constitution and laws 

1 I of this State, as shall he needful to the good order of said 

12 body po litic , and impose fines, and penalties for the breach 

1 J thereof not exceeding fifty dollars for any one offense which 

q may be recovered lo the use of the said city, by action of 

15 debt, or on complaint before the municipal court in said city. 

ARTICLE I I .  

ELECTIVE OFFICERS. 

Seel. 2. Th� ele_c0tive officers of the city shall consist of 

2 fve supervi. o,·,, constituting the city council, and no 

:; others. 

One of the snpcrviwrs shall be supervisor of administra-
. 

::> ti0n and ex-officio n1ayor; one shall be supervisor of finauce; 

f) one shall be supervis or of public safety ; one shall be super-

7 visor of public works; one shall be supervisor of public 

8 properly. Each of these five supervisors shall be elected 

9 at large by the qualified voters of the whole city, and each 

JO shall have charge of the division of city affairs indicated by 

1 1  his official title, sub ject to the reservations of power and 

12 duty to school committee, to the library trustees and to the 

13 water board, elsewhere provided in this act. 

'fr:RMS OF Ol"l"ICE. 

Sect. 3. The terms of all elective officers shall com-

2 mence at ten o'clock i11 the forenoon of the first Mouday 
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3 in _\pril following their election, and shall be for three years 

4 each, and until ten o'clock in the forenoon of the first Mon-

5 day in April following the election of their successors and 

6 until their successors shall qualify to act in their stead; pro-

7 vided, however, that the terms of office of the supervisor of 

8 public safety and of t h e  supervisor of public works first 

SJ elected under this act shall be two years only, and the term 

IO of the supervisor of public property first so elected shall 

JI be one year only. 

SALARIES. 

Sect. 4. The salaries of all elective officers shall be as es-

2 tablished by ordinance proposed in accordance with the pro-

3 visions of this act, provided, that until thus established the 

4 salary of the supervisor of administration shall be at the 

.1 rate of twenty-five hundred dollars per year, the salary of 

6 each of the other four supervisors shall be at the rate 

7 of eighteen hundred dollars per year, each of these five sal-

8 aries to be payable in equal monthly installments, and pro-

9 vided further, that a change in salary shall apply only to 

1 o such ofhcers as enter upon full terms of office after the en­

r r adment of said change. 

Xo electiw officer shall receive any compensation for any 

r 3 sc-rvicc he may render the city during his term of office, 

r 4 other than that which is provided in this section. 

?\o elective officer shall, during the term for which he was 

16 chosen. be eligible, cith r by appointment, or by election by 

17 the city council. or hy the school committee, or by the water 
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18 board or library trustees, to any office other than that for 

19 w hich he was chosen, the salary of which is payable by the 

20 city, or shall during such term hold any such other office. 

TN'l'P.RI·:sT rN CON'l'HAC'l'S AND FRANCIIJSBS. 

Sect. 5. It shall be unlawful for a member of the city 

2 council, or for any officer or employee of the city, directly 

3 or indirectly, to make a contract with the city or to receive 

4 any commission , discount, bonus, gift, contribution or re-

5 ward from any person or corporation making or performing 

6 a contract with the city violation of any provision of 

7 this section shall render the contract 111 respect to which 

8 the violation ocrnrs voidable at the option of the city. 

9 ,\ny person violating the provisions of this section shall be 

ro punished by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars, 

Ir or by imprisonment for not more than one year, or by both 

12 such fine and imprisonment. 

VACANCIJ\S AND HOW FIT.Ll�D. 

Sect. 6. If for any reason whatsoe \·er a vacancy occurs in 

2 the city council, whether as to the mayor or one or more of 

3 the other supervisors, the city council shall by its remaining 

4 members call a special city election 1.o fill the vacancy or 

5 vacancies for the unexpired term or terms respectively, and 

I) this shall he repeated from time to time as often as may he 

7 necessary, e."cept that if such \'acancy or vacancies occur less 

8 than three months prior to any city election, the vacancy or 

9 vacancies shall r<'main unfilled until the date of such eler-
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ro tion and the work may, at the discretion of the council , be 

Ir apportioned by the council among the remaining supervisors 

12 without extra compensation. 

A vacancy shall exist when an elective officer fails without 

14 good cause to qualify within thirty days after notice of his 

15 election, dies, resigns, removes from the city, absents him-

16 self continuously therefrom for three months, is convicted of 

1 7  a felony, or judicially declared a lunatic. 

ARTICLE III. 

ELECTIONS. 

DATE OF ANNUAL ELECTIONS. 

Sect. 7. A municipal election shall be held in the city on 

2 the thi rd Monday in March next after the adoption of this 

3 charter, and on the third Monday of March in every year 

4 thereafter , which shall be known as the general municipal 

5 el ection. All other municipal elections that may be held 

6 shall be known as special municipal elections. 

NOMINATIONS BY PETITION OF TWENTY-FIVE VOTERS. 

Sect. 8. The mode of nomination and election of all elect-

2 ive officers of the city to be voted for at any municipal elec-

3 tion shall be as provided in this act. 

Sect . 9. The name of the candidate shall be printed upon 

2 the bal lot , when a petition of nomination shall have been 

3 filed in his behalf in the manner and form and under the 

4 conditions hereinafter set forth. 
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Sect. JO. The petition of nomination for each candidate 

2 shall be signed by not less than twenty-five qualified voters 

3 of the city either on individual certificates in form sub-

4 stantially as follows or 011 joint pa pers to the same purport.

1 3  es against the city s h a l l  be served u pon the mayor or acting 

L .J.  mayor. 

H e  sha l l have the right to vote on all questions coming 

r 6  be fore the city counc i l ,  but shal l  have no power of veto . 

He shal l  have such other d uties,  rights and powers as may 

1 8  be provided by ord i nance . not in confl ict with th is act . 

D u ri ng t h e  absence or i nabi l i ty of the mayor to act . the
